Explain the impact and harms perpetuated by the current problem (once again, the clause needs to flow in a logical sequence); and
WHEREAS,
Use additional “whereas” clauses to elaborate rationale for the problem that needs to be solved; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED,
That the Congress here assembled [describe recommendation for solution/call for action]; and, be it
FURTHER RESOLVED, That (this is an optional additional recommendation; if not used, end the previous “resolved” clause with a period).
