Utilizada quando se quer dar énfase ao objeto da acao
Passive Voice, que em portugués significa voz passiva, é utilizada na lingua inglesa

quando se deseja enfatizar o objeto que sofreu uma acao e nao o sujeito. Aregra é a
mesma para a voz passiva aplicada na lingua portuguesa.

Observe a frase abaixo:

- Fifty Shades of Grey was written by Erika Leonard. (50 Tons de Cinza foi escrito por
Erika Leonard)

Nesse exemplo é possivel perceber que o objetivo é dar énfase ao que foi feito — o
livro 50 Tons de Cinza — e nao quem fez (Erika Leonard), diferente no que ocorre
no Active Voice (voz ativa).

Active Voice

A Active Voice, ou voz ativa, é o oposto da Passive Voice. A primeira destaca o sujeito
que pratica a agdo, enquanto a segunda foca no objeto que sofreu a agdo. Para
facilitar a compreensao sobre a diferenca entre ambas, veja os exemplos abaixo:

Active: We will fry the chicken. (N6s vamos fritar o frango).

Passive: The chicken will be fried by us. (O frango vai ser frito por nés).

Active: Paula has bought a cat. (Paula comprou um gato).

Passive: A cat has been bought by Paula. (Um gato tinha sido comprador pela Paula).

Active: He was playing cards. (Ele esta jogando cartas).




Passive: Cards were being played by him. (Cartas estdo sendo jogadas por ele).

E possivel perceber, portanto, que a estrutura de uma frase na Active Voice é a
seguinte:

Sujeito + Verbo + Objeto

Veja mais alguns exemplos:

- John is washing the clothes. (John esta lavando as roupas).
- Pretty little dogs walked the park. (Lindos cachorros caminharam no parque).

- He finished her homework in record time. (Ele terminou sua tarefa de casa em tempo
recorde).

Regras do Passive Voice

De maneira geral, a Passive Voice é utilizada em textos mais técnicos e formais ou
ainda quando o propésito é passar uma informacado de maneira mais suave, conforme
mostra os exemplos abaixo:

Active Voice: You have made a mistake. (Vocé se enganou).

Passive Voice: A mistake was made. (Ocorreu um engano).

Perceba que a primeira frase pode ser interpretada como uma forma de acusacéo,
enquanto que na voz passiva ela ganha outra conotagéao, focando no erro em si e ndo
em quem cometeu.

Uma frase na Passive Voice possui a seguinte estrutura:

Objeto + verbo “to be” + participio passado do verbo principal + complemento

Passive Voice nos tempos verbais



Além de ser utilizada nas formas afirmativa, negativa e interrogativa, a Passive
Voice também pode ser aplicada nos variados tempos verbais em inglés, como simple
present, present continuous, present perfect simple, simple past e os demais.

Confira alguns exemplos abaixo em cada um desses tempos verbais nas formas
afirmativa, negativa e interrogativa.

Simple Present

- The house is painted by Chris.
- The house isn’t painted by Chris.
- Is the house painted by Chris?

Present Continuous

- The house is being painted by Chris.
- The house isn’'t being painted by Chris.
- Is the house being painted by Chris?

Present Perfect

- The house has been painted by Chris.
- The house hasn’t been painted by Chris.

- Has the house been painted by Chris?

Simple Past

The house was painted by Chris.
The house wasn’t painted by Chris.

Was the house painted by Chris?

Past Continuous
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- The house was being painted by Chris.
- The house wasn’t being painted by Chris.

- Was the house being painted by Chris?

Past Perfect

- The house had been painted by Chris.
- The house hadn’t been painted by Chris.
- Had the house been painted by Chris?

Simple future

- The house will be painted by Chris.
- The house won'’t be painted by Chris.
- Will the house be painted by Chris?

Future Perfect

- By next week, the house will have been painted by Chris.
- By next week, the house won’t have been painted by Chris.

- Will the house have been painted by next week by Chris?
