1.1​Are you a good or bad person? Explain. 

I am neither  good nor bad.  I just make good and  bad choices  
 



1.2​Are you a smart or stupid person? Explain. 

I am neither  smart nor stupid.  I am average  intelligence,  but can sometimes  be silly  
 



1.3​Are you a funny or lame person? Explain 

I can be funny  when I'm  feeling  good, and I'm  pretty  lame when I'm  feeling  bad  
 



1.4​Are you a busy or lazy person? Explain 

I am busy, busy busy! I have to be doing  things almost constantly  
 



1.5​Are you a strong or weak person? Explain 

I am a strong person.  I really  can't  explain why I believe  this. 
 



1.6​Are you a creative or boring person? Explain 

I am much  more  boring. Sorry.  I have a really  hard  time  with  the creative  process

2.1 You and your friends are going to have a fun and wonderful birthday party.  

Imagine and describe the story behind the party, tell your expectations about it.  

I would  have no expectations  for the party, and would  rather  be  surprised  
 

Create an organized list of things you need to do before the party. 

I would not plan the party.  I am  terrible  at  planning  things  
 



2.2 You and your tribe are going to confront an enemy about some resources.  

Imagine and describe the background of the conflict, tell your expectation about the result of the conflict.  

I would  expect to negotiate with them, so we could  share the resource  
 

Give a speech to your people about an incoming fight considering your tribe’s traditions, spirituality and the future 

perspectives. 

I would feel  okay  doing  this. I'm  a good  speaker  
 



2.3 You woke up in some absolutely unknown and weird place that charms but threatens at the same time.  

Imagine and describe the place, tell your expectations about your future.  

I would  not expect things to go well, and would  try to ignore  those feelings until  I  get  into a situation  where  I  
can't  

 

Explain what’s wrong with your comfort there, and find a solution if necessary. 

I would  try to  focus on  the charming aspects more than on the threatening  aspects 
 



2.4 You are going to open a small business.  

Imagine and describe the idea of that business, tell your expectations about it.  

It would  be me finally  going into business  on a higher level  with my music  
 

Explain which people you would need to contact or to employ in the process. 

I would need  a  manager to  market  my  music,  and a lawyer  to stand up  for  me when I  need help with legal 
matters  

 



2.5 You made a theoretical scientific discovery. 

Imagine and describe the process of discovery, tell your expectations about its potential practical appliance.  

I doubt I would  make a scientific  discovery.  I like science, but I'm  not  so into it, that I would  make scientific  
discoveries  

 

Explain that discovery to a non-scientist audience like they are five years old. 

I am also horrible  at  teaching,  and  explaining  things easily.  My go-to  explanation is: “That's  just the way  it  is.

2.6 You read a brochure about some folk festival, but the entrance is only for people in groups. 

Imagine and describe the festival, tell your expectations about visiting it.  

I wouldn't have expectations  for  the  festival.  I'd  rather just try it out and be surprised  
 

Persuade your rich and fashionable friends why do they need to go with you when it’s really not what they usually 

like. 

I would feel fine doing this.  And if they really  didn't  want  to  go,  I  would  invite other friends  I have, who might  
not  have  as much money, but still  might be  interested  

 

 



2.7 You just got a brand new hobby that is not common for you at all, it’s exciting but can be dangerous, and you 

really want to share it with your friend. They immediately tell you that they have a sickness and they can’t do that.  

Imagine and describe the hobby, tell your expectations about you doing it together. 

I wouldn't  have any expectations  for the hobby. I'd  rather  be  surprised  by my experience with the hobby 
 

Tell your friend why their condition doesn’t matter or persuade them to follow you anyway. 

I would  try to get my friend  to  join, but even if I  can't,  I  would  go and find someone  else  to  pursue  the hobby 
with. I'm not giving up on my hobby  just because  of  my  friend  

 

 



2.8 You are a member of a sports team and you want to become their new leader, the friend of everyone.  

Imagine and describe the team, including technical and administrative staff, tell your expectations of your team with 

you in charge.  

I think the only expectation  I would  have is that the team would be like  a  big family,  and  everyone  would  be  
close to each other,  and there  would  be  strong  bonds  and friendships  

 

Describe some new techniques that your team doesn’t know to improve your positions of becoming their leader. 

I would  do some techniques, such as icebreaker questions, that have proven  time and time again, to create  
friendship  and  camaraderie

3.1 Your close relative asks you during the family dinner –  

“Wait. I really don’t understand you. Are you a good or bad person? I don’t understand”. 

Give additional explanations to things you already said in 1.1. Act if necessary and describe your actions 

I would  say  to  them that  I'm  neither  good  nor  bad; that I just make  good or bad  choices.  Then we could  get 
into a discussion about the choices  I've  made,  and whether  the relative  considers me  to  be  good or bad based 
on those  choices.  I've  already  stated  my opinion of myself,  and that's  not  going to change  

 



3.2 Your math teacher asks you while you are standing next to the blackboard in front of the class –  

“Wait. I really don’t understand you. Are you a smart or stupid person?”. 

Give additional explanations to things you already said in 1.2. Act if necessary and describe your actions 

I'd  tell my math teacher that even  though I may be silly  in class  sometimes, that I  really  am smart enough  to  
be  in  the  class,  and you can see  that  from my homework  and  tests  

 



3.3​A very attractive person liked by you asks you during the date – 

 “Wait. I really don’t understand you. Are you funny or lame person?” 

Give additional explanations to things you already said in 1.3. Act if necessary and describe your actions 

I would  say  that  as long as I'm  doing well, I  am funny.  However, when I'm  not  doing well, I  tend to be  pretty  
serious  

 



3.4​A job recruiter asks you during the job interview – 

“Wait. I really don’t understand you. Are you a busy or lazy person?” 

Give additional explanations to things you already said in 1.4. Act if necessary and describe your actions 

The interviewer wouldn't ask this question to me; it's  so clear and  obvious  that  I'm  a  busy person.  I  don't  have 
a lazy  bone in my body  

 



3.5​A young hooligan asks you while you are in a gym – 

 “Wait. I really don’t understand you. Are you a strong or weak person?” 

Give additional explanations to things you already said in 1.5. Act if necessary and describe your actions 

I would  say  I am strong,  and then allow  him  to watch me lift weights.  I  have even  impressed personal trainers 
with my physical  strength  

 



3.6​Your friend who traveled around the world asks you when you unintentionally meet each other in the street – 

 “Wait. I really don’t understand you. Are you a creative or boring person?” 

Give additional explanations to things you already said in 1.6. Act if necessary and describe your actions 

I would  joke with them, saying I'm  boring, and make fun of  my inability  to  be creative.  
 



Section 4 

 



4.1 The birthday party from situation 2.1 didn’t go well because of some of your previous decisions and/or 

misconceptions. The guests were seriously disappointed. 

Imagine that mistake (not the worst case scenario, but second close to it), explain how it happened and why it turned 

out you were wrong from the very start. 

This wouldn't  have happened,  because  I  wouldn't  have  had any responsibility  in  planning  the party 
 

Then suggest actions to fix it, for example, to at least keep good memories or at least prevent it from happening 

again. 

If somebody  felt bad about how  they planned  my party,  I  would  let them know  I was  encouraged,  and I  
would  help them to feel  better  

 

 



4.2 The conflict from situation 2.2 didn’t go well because of some of your previous decisions and/or misconceptions. 

The serious casualties were taken. 

Imagine that mistake (not the worst case scenario, but second close to it), explain how it happened and why it turned 

out you were wrong from the very start. 

The people  were  not receptive to my negotiations  
 

Then suggest actions to fix it, for example, to either seriously reconsider your plans or to encourage your people to 

keep doing what they were already doing. 

I would  change  the  negotiation  tactics  
 



4.3 You still live in the world from situation 2.3.  

We know that many different events happened during those days, for example, in one day you met a big group of 

people, on another day you found a complex machinery of unknown purpose. 

In a month after those events, you have realized that now you live the best life you ever lived. 

Imagine those events and explain how it happened, and why it turned out you were right from the very start. 

I would  be glad  that I  encouraged  myself  to  ignore  my misgivings,  and to look  at  the  positive and  charming 
aspects  of the place instead  

 

 



4.4 You keep working on your business from 2.4. 

We know that many different events happened during those days, for example, in one day you managed to create a 

comfortable environment for your customers, on another day you got something unexpected happen with your 

previous business plan. 

In three years after those events, you have realized that your business is prospering. 

Imagine those events and explain how it happened, and why it turned out you were right from the very start. 

Even though  something bad did happen,  I  didn't let it take  over  my  thinking  pattern.  I focused  on  the  things  
that  went  well instead  

 

 



4.5 The meeting with the audience from 2.5 went really great and you keep working on your theorem. 

We know that many different events happened during those days, for example, one day you hired an advanced 

motivation mentor, on another day you bought yourself a fast new car. 

A year after those events, you have realized that your theorem is soon to be implemented with real practical usage 

by a big company. 

Imagine those events and explain how it happened, and why it turned out you were right from the very start. 

This  scenario  wouldn't have happened,  because  although I  do like  and appreciate  science,  I  wouldn't  be  so 
interested  in  it that I  would  develop  a  theorem  in the first place  

 

 



4.6 You and friends successfully visited the festival from 2.6.  

We know that you saw a lot of things that day, for example, there was a room with a master-class about folk board 

games that nobody played for more than 15 centuries, next door there were people doing unique ethnic dances with 

fancy music in all colorful clothing. 

Two weeks after that festival, your friends told you that you have changed a lot and now they want to be like you. 

Imagine those events and explain how it happened, and why it turned out you were right from the very start. 

I would  be very  encouraged  by  them saying  that. I  would  try to increase  the  amount  of  time  I  spend  with  
these  people,  so that  they  can  be with  me  more often,  and  learn  what I'm  like,  so they can  be more  like  
me, which  is  what they  wanted  

 

 



4.7 Your friend from 2.7 came with you to do your hobby, but it didn’t go well. The health condition of your friend has 

severely decreased and there’s no certainty that he is going to be 100% alright. 

Imagine that mistake (not the worst case scenario, but second close to it), explain how it happened and why it turned 

out you were wrong from the very start. 

I shouldn't  have  pressured  the  friend.  I should  have  taken the  friend  at his word  
 

Then suggest actions to fix it, for example, either to calm his family that it’s going to be fine or to offer them a 

necessary help with a friend’s medical condition. 

The action would  be  that next time I do the hobby,  to do it with someone  else,  who doesn't  have the friend's  
medical condition  

 

 



4.8 Your team from 2.8 didn’t like you as their potential leader because of some of your previous decisions and/or 

misconceptions. They were scary for a reason that only you know. 

Imagine that mistake (not the worst case scenario, but second close to it), explain how it happened and why it turned 

out you were wrong from the very start. 

I highly  doubt  that any previous  decisions  of theirs  would  reject friendship  and  teamwork,  so I really  can't  
imagine  the above scenario playing  out with  my sports  team  

 

Then suggest actions to fix it, for example, either to become more careful and gentle with their fears or become more 

annoying as you tell them they can achieve more if they overcome their fears. 

I guess  I  would  do things  in as friendly  and nice a way possible,  so that people  wouldn't  misunderstand my
