History of El Día del Maestro 
Mexico has been celebrating El Día del Maestro (Day of the Teacher) every May 15th since 1918. According 
to Past State AMAE President Magdalena Mellen, in 1917, a group of students in San Luis Potosi began a 
tradition of honoring their favorite and oldest teacher, Sr. Isidro, on May 15, his birthday. As time passed, 
the tradition of recognizing teachers spread throughout Mexico. Here in California, the Day of the Teacher 
was entered into legislation at the request of the Association of Mexican American Educators.  
Ms. Mellen states, “Día del Maestro is a day to honor and support the many individuals who accept the 
challenge of educating today’s youth.” In 1985, the California legislature declared May 11th as California’s 
Day of the Teacher. AMAE, throughout the state of California, continues the tradition of celebrating the Día 
del Maestro.
