Applicants must:
* have participated in any 3 Junior Beef Shows prior to submitting application
* have at least a 3.0 cumulative grade point average
* be enrolled or plan to enroll in a 2- or 4-year college or university

* be a high school senior or any year in college

Preference will be given to applicants who have not previously received the scholarship and are enrolled in or
plan to enroll in an agriculture curriculum.

SELECTION AND AWARD

opening of the 2025 NC Mountain State Fair Junior Beef Show. Payment of the $500 scholarship will be
made directly to the recipient’s college or university following the show.
