5. Vicar:  Almighty and everlasting God, you are always more ready to hear than we to pray 
and to give more than either we desire or deserve, we praise and thank you for the many 
blessings of this wonderful life you have given us. As we remember and celebrate your 
perfect love for us, help us, we pray, in heart and mind to welcome and embrace your loving 
Holy Spirit, and with him live out the ‘good news’ of Christ.
