You can help by letting them know it is 
their job to remember notes, homework, books, swimming gear etc. Some children may 
need guidance to make this a habit but ultimately remind them that it is their job! 
This also includes getting to school on time to put their books away, hand in notices, 
put their chair down and sharpen their pencil etc. 

For the next 4 weeks we will be swimming on Mondays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and 
Fridays. Please provide named swimming togs and towel in a swimming bag/ plastic bag.
