Dear Families,

At PS 65, we are committed to creating a safe, respectful, and academically focused learning environment. In alignment with New
York State Education Department guidance and Chancellor’s Regulation A-413, we are implementing a “Bell-to-Bell” Cell Phone Policy

for the 2025-2026 school year. To ensure our students remain engaged and focused throughout the school day, we are asking for
your support in reviewing and reinforcing our updated policy.

This policy is designed to minimize distractions, support student engagement, and ensure the safety and well-being of our school
community. It applies to all personal internet-enabled electronic devices, including but not limited to:

Cell phones and smartphones
Smartwatches
Laptops and tablets

Portable music and gaming devices (e.g. ipads, MP3 players, Nintendo Switch)

Policy Overview: Students are not permitted to use personal internet-enabled devices during the school day, which includes class
time, lunch, recess, and hallway transitions. Students will have access to school-issued devices for instructional use as needed. Upon
arrival, students must:

Power off their devices
Store cell phones, smartwatches, and other electronic devices in designated pouches within their backpacks during school
hours

o Keep them off and out of sight until dismissal

Communication with Families: If you need to reach your child during the school day, please contact the main office at (718)
981-5034 and press “0”. Students will not be allowed to use personal devices to communicate during school hours
(7:40AM-2:20PM).

Exceptions: Device use may be permitted under the following circumstances:

e If required by an IEP or 504 Plan
e For specific instructional purposes, with teacher or administrator approval
e For medical monitoring or other approved exceptions (please contact the school to discuss)

After-School Use: Devices may be used outside the school building after dismissal. This same policy is in effect during after school
programs, including the JCC Compass Program.

Consequences for Violations: To support students in following this policy, we will use a progressive discipline approach:

e First Offense: Verbal reminder of the policy
e Second Offense: Device will be held and returned at the end of the day
e Repeated Offenses: Parent/guardian will be contacted; further disciplinary action may follow

Lost/Replacement Fee: Families are responsible for returning all loaned pouches at the end of the school year. If a pouch is lost or
not returned, a replacement fee of $18.00 will be charged.

Please note that P.S. 65 is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged devices. In the unlikely event that an electronic device is lost,
stolen or damaged at school, parents can submit a claim to the Comptroller’s Office. More information on submitting a claim is

available on the Comptroller’s webpage.

implementando una Politica de Teléfonos Celulares "Timbre a Timbre" para el afio escolar 2025-2026. Para garantizar que nuestros
estudiantes se mantengan motivados y concentrados durante toda la jornada escolar, les solicitamos su apoyo para revisar y reforzar
nuestra politica actualizada.

Esta politica estd disefiada para minimizar las distracciones, fomentar la participacidn estudiantil y garantizar la seguridad y el
bienestar de nuestra comunidad escolar. Se aplica a todos los dispositivos electrénicos personales con conexion a internet,
incluyendo, entre otros:

e Celulares y smartphones

® Smartwatches

e Portdtiles y tablets

e Dispositivos portatiles de musica y juegos (p. €j., iPads, reproductores MP3, Nintendo Switch)

Resumen de la politica: No se permite el uso de dispositivos personales con conexidn a internet durante la jornada escolar, lo que
incluye la hora de clase, el almuerzo, el recreo y el transito por los pasillos. Los estudiantes tendran acceso a los dispositivos
proporcionados por la escuela para su uso educativo segun sea necesario. Al llegar, los estudiantes deben:
e Apagar sus dispositivos.
® Guardar los teléfonos celulares, relojes inteligentes y otros dispositivos electrénicos en bolsas designadas dentro de sus
mochilas durante el horario escolar.
e Mantenerlos apagados y fuera de la vista hasta la salida.

Comunicacidn con las familias: Si necesita comunicarse con su hijo/a durante el horario escolar, por favor, comuniquese con la
oficina principal al (718) 981-5034 y marque "0". Los estudiantes no podran usar dispositivos personales para comunicarse durante el
horario escolar (7:40 a. m. a 2:20 p. m.).

Excepciones: El uso del dispositivo podra permitirse en las siguientes circunstancias:
e Silorequiere un IEP o un Plan 504
e Para fines educativos especificos, con la aprobacién del maestro o administrador
e Para monitoreo médico u otras excepciones aprobadas (comuniquese con la escuela para hablar al respecto)

Uso extraescolar: Los dispositivos pueden usarse fuera del edificio escolar después de la salida. Esta misma politica se aplica durante
los programas extraescolares, incluido el Programa Compass de JCC.

Consecuencias por infracciones: Para ayudar a los estudiantes a seguir esta politica, utilizaremos un enfoque disciplinario progresivo:
e Primera infraccidn: Recordatorio verbal de la politica.
e Segunda infraccidn: Se retendra el dispositivo y se lo devolvera al final del dia.
e Infracciones reiteradas: Se contactara al padre/tutor; podrian aplicarse medidas disciplinarias adicionales.

Tenga en cuenta que la Escuela Publica 65 no se hace responsable de dispositivos electronicos perdidos, robados o dafiados. En el
improbable caso de pérdida, robo o dafio de un dispositivo electrénico en la escuela, los padres pueden presentar una reclamacién
ante la Oficina de la Contraloria.
