The title of the scientific work — Mechanisms for overcoming the threats of existential
challenges to the socio-economic development of Ukraine in the conditions of external aggression
and internal instability.

The relevance of the work — the full-scale war led to a critically significant negative impact
on the socio-economic system of Ukraine, caused mass forced displacement of the population,
destruction of infrastructure, destabilization of markets, loss of enterprises, export restrictions,
stagnation of the national economy. A fundamentally new environment of state management in war
conditions necessitates the need to substantiate completely new, non-standard mechanisms, tools,
means of state policy of socio-economic stabilization, preservation of human and labor potential,
financial and economic stability of the country’s business system, etc. This actualizes the
development of a complex methodology and the direct conduct of an in-depth study of the
challenges and threats of the socio-economic vulnerability of the state in order to substantiate the
policy mechanisms of stabilizing the macroeconomic situation, the functioning of the internal
market, the preservation of the country's human capital, overcoming the threats of existential
challenges in the conditions of war and full-fledged post-war recovery.

The purpose of the work is to identify negative trends that lead to the loss of human capital
of Ukraine, destabilization of the domestic market, increasing problems of import dependence, lags
in the areas of digital transformation and technology in the conditions of war; substantiating the
mechanisms of state policy to overcome threats to the existential challenges of socio-economic
development of Ukraine under the pressure of instability in order to strengthen national security and
transition to economic recovery.

Brief description of the work — development of a comprehensive methodology for the study
of challenges and threats to the socio-economic development of Ukraine in the conditions of
external military aggression and internal socio-economic instability; study of existential problems
of the development of the socio-economic system of the country; determination of forecast
scenarios of socio-economic development of Ukraine in the conditions of war; substantiation of the
mechanisms and instruments of state policy for overcoming the problems of socio-economic
development of Ukraine, priorities, directions and means of post-war economic and social recovery.

Expected results and publications — recommendations to the authorities regarding the
regulation of external migration of the population, overcoming the problems of refugees and IDPs,
