■​ Recognize the branch of the armed services the student will be joining.   
■​ Celebrate the GD Class of 2025.   
■​ Honor your country of origin.  

Graduation caps will not be permitted with the following:   
■​ 3-D art, lights, or sounds.   
■​ Advertisements.  
■​ Profanity or inappropriate slang.   
■​ QR codes.  
■​ Any symbols, words, slogans, initials or slogans that refer to drugs, alcohol, 

tobacco, weapons, political viewpoints, or anything of a sexual nature.   
 

Seniors are reminded that all school rules and regulations apply throughout graduation week 
activities. Any disciplinary violations during this time may result in the student being removed 
from graduation activities.
