
Using Verb Tenses 
Cook  
Present tense (now)- I am cooking the food.  
Past tense (already happened)- I cooked the food yesterday.  
Future tense (has not happened yet)- I will cook the food tomorrow. 
 
Clean 
Present tense (now)- Bibi Hosna is cleaning the house. 
Past tense (already happened)-  Bibi cleaned the house yesterday.  
Future tense (has not happened yet)- I will clean the house tomorrow 
 
Play 
Present tense (now)- Bahara is playing outside. 
Past tense (already happened)-  Bahara played outside yesterday.  
Future tense (has not happened yet)- I will play outside next week. 
 
Walk 
Present tense (now)- Mother is walking to the market with Azizullah. 
Past tense (already happened)- Mother walked to the market  
yesterday.  
Future tense (has not happened yet)- Mother will walk to the market  
on Monday.  
 
Sleep 
Present tense (now)- Samimah is sleeping now. 
Past tense (already happened)- Samimah slept a long time last night. 
Future tense (has not happened yet)- Samimah will sleep at Nabila’s 
house.
