Leftter From the Principal

Colfax families,

Thank you to everyone who was able to support our staff with food for
parent / teacher conferences. We always appreciate our community’s
support!

As we hit our mid-way point of October, we want to remind families about
our Attendance focus and our 95% attendance goal. We have an attendance
celebration coming up at the beginning of next month and unless students
are really sick, they need to be at school. Please plan family vacations during
the communicated breaks. When students miss school, it is very difficult for
them to catch up to the learning of their classmates.

Coming off of our extended October break, we were reminded about
activities that students engage with over these breaks. Please remember
that if students have access to cell phones, they need to be monitored
constantly about how they are using the device. We were alerted to a
Safe2Tell report from this break about an extremely inappropriate contact a
person - who we assume is older - is making to some of our students over
SNAP CHAT. We were thankful the student reported to a safe space such as
Safe2Tell, but the student should not have been on Snap Chat because they
are not 13 which is the required age to have a snap chat account.
Additionally, grown ups should not allow the student to have the time to
engage on social media because we can’t control who is on the other end.
We cannot stress enough, students under the age of 13 should NOT have
access to social media. We can continue to work as a community and really
monitor what our children are doing online and help to keep them safe.

During afternoon pick up, please also park in the neighborhood and walk to
the black top if you do not find a parking on Stuart street. Please, under no
circumstances should anyone double park on Stuart. Those who have been
doing this on occasion cause a huge inconvenience to others in our
community who need to leave to get to their next destination.

Discovery Link is currently at capacity. If you have selected days and no longer SCAN ME
need them please log into SchoolCare Works and remove your days to open up

a spot for another student on our waiting list. Please reach out to me in

November if you are in need of after-school care for January - June. Please remember that Discovery
Link is on a first come first served basis! If your student arrives at Discovery Link and the day is not
selected for them, they will be sent to the office and you will need to come pick them up from school.
The main office closes at 3:30pm.

Please log into SchoolcareWorks to ensure you have selected days through December. If you have
not selected days for the upcoming months, your child could lose their spot in the program. When you
don’t select your days, it looks like you do not want the service. Thank you for your cooperation with
this process.

To select days:

1. log into your SchoolCare Works account using the QR code above,

2. click the “attendance” tab.

3. Select the days needed, select “add to cart”, and then select, “checkout”.
You must complete all steps to have your days saved into the system.
