Shop Steward FAQ 
 

What are shop stewards and what do they do? 
 
Stewards are the local’s eyes and ears in our shop and the first line of defense against 
management infringement of workers’ rights. You will answer questions from your fellow 
workers regarding store policy and the benefits outlined in our contract, represent them in any 
and all disciplinary proceedings, initiate grievances to redress wrongs, and update everyone 
on the proceedings of the local, all in-store committees, and the progress of bargaining during 
contract renegotiations. 
 

How do I become a shop steward? 
 
Anyone who has been a union member in good standing for at least six months can nominate 
themselves for a special election to an open position at any time by approaching a shop 
steward or emailing this account. As long as you have been trained to work on a specific shop 
floor, you are eligible to act as shop steward on that floor even if you sometimes work shifts 
elsewhere in the building.  
 
Once a nomination is made, the shop stewards will post an election notice digitally and in 
every breakroom, and other union members will have one week to nominate themselves for 
the same position if they so choose. If no other nominations are made, the first nominee will 
be elected through acclamation and begin training as a shop steward.
