●​ Magic Club – Weekly program – Work through some of the tricks 
throughout each week.

This 
program could also be standalone, and participants work on one 
particular trick until they master it. 
 

●​ Read The Amazing Magician Richy Roy or other magic-based 
books as part of a story and activity program. Some of the easier 
tricks include Colour It, Swap Wallet, and the false thumbs. 
 

●​ Magic Night – For older participants (teens or adults), screen a 
movie such as Now You See Me or The Prestige, which involve 
many tricks that use sleight of hand. Some of the more advanced 
tricks in the kit include card tricks with the Svengali and Wizard 
Stripper decks.
