e A word that relates a noun or pronoun that appears with it to another word in the
sentence.
2) Example -
e [ put my shoes in the box.
e *** Remember the “box” illustration ***
3) Tips:
e Prepositions are followed by a noun or pronoun (object of a preposition) at the
end of the phrase
