Geographic information system as a tool to support regional development and
post-war reconstruction in Ukraine: conceptual foundations and prospects.

An extremely urgent question of today's national science in the conditions of
constant socio-economic challenges, in particular the armed aggression of the
Russian Federation, Ukraine needs to quickly and effectively restore and develop the
territories affected by the war. One of the main tools that can be used for this is
geographic information systems (GIS). The application of GIS can be particularly
effective in regions affected by war, where infrastructure, roads, housing stock, social
facilities, etc. need to be rebuilt. GIS should analyze the territory, identify the most
critical objects for restoration and development, and effectively plan the use of
resources.

The purpose of the work is to develop the conceptual foundations of the
formation of GIS as a tool for supporting the processes of regional development and
post-war recovery in Ukraine. The work will be aimed at studying the theoretical and
practical aspects of using GIS to support regional development and post-war
reconstruction. The work will analyze in detail the current state of regional
development in Ukraine, as well as determine the possibilities of using GIS for
monitoring and evaluating the effectiveness of strategic planning of socio-economic
and spatial indicators. In addition, the work will develop conceptual principles of GIS
application for regional development and military reconstruction, as well as prospects
for their use in the future. Based on the results of the conducted research and
scientific searches, 2 articles will be published in the cited editions of scientific and
metric databases Google Scholar, Scopus or Web of Science, 5 articles in specialized
publications of Ukraine to inform the scientific community and all interested persons.
The result of the work will be the development of the concept of creating a
geo-information system for the regional development of Ukraine and military
recovery in Ukraine, as well as monitoring and evaluating the effectiveness of the
implementation of strategies for the development of regions and communities. On the
topic of scientific and technical work, the author has published 20 scientific works, of
which one is an individual and 4 collective monographs, 2 educational and
methodological manuals, an article in the international scientometric database
Scopus, 6 articles in scientific specialized publications of Ukraine included in
international scientometric databases, one an article in scientific publications of other
countries, an author's certificate for the work, one methodical recommendation and 7
theses of scientific reports. h-index of A.O. Koshel according to Web of Science
databases — 0, Scopus — 0, Google Scholar — 6.
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
