o  Write and illustrate five or more sentences about your favorite book
OR
o Create a poster about your favorite story
(Younger children may dictate their responses.)
3. Turnitin - Bring your completed forms to the “Meet the Teacher” Open House on Friday, August 14,

2026, between 9:00-10:30 AM in the school lobby, or return them to your child’s classroom teacher by
Friday, August 21st.

Students who complete all three parts of the challenge will be invited to a fun celebration on Thursday, August
27,2026 during the school day.

1. Read & record book titles (1000 pages)

2. Write a short paragraph and draw a picture or created a poster
