Rika

(Birds chirp and rabbits rustle in the grass.) 
 
Rika 
The sunlight always made me feel calmer. I always wake up feeling anxious 
about what scary things the day could bring; sometimes, I would even be late 
to the morning roll call because that feeling is just ... .so heavy and dark that I 
can’t even bear it. 



(Small butterflies fly near Rika, but she dodges them.) 
 
Rika

(Rika takes a deep breath as she feels her anxiety begin to melt away in the 
forest.

Rika

(The fast footsteps get even faster and closer, which causes Rika’s heart to 
race and hyperventilate.) 
 
 
Rika

Rika 
Whoever you are, just stay back! Please?

It scared Rika so much that her transformation halted before Yumi 
could see it. Rika almost passes out, but Yumi catches her. Rika is extremely 
flustered by Yumi’s entrance.) 
 
Yumi 
Hey there, girly! My name’s Yumi! 
 
(Yumi is totally oblivious to what she’s done to Yumi.) 
 
Rika 
H-hello there, Yuka. M-my n-na-name is Rimi… 



Yumi 
Hahaha! Did you mix our names up? That’s hella funny! I like you already! 
 
(Rika finally comes to and is able to form sentences again.) 
 
Rika 
Th-that’s nice…um, could you let go of me? I can stand fine on my own now… 
 
Yumi 
Sure! I’m glad you’re not hurt! 
 
Rika 
Thanks, so um are- 
 
(Yumi is so excited she could barely contain herself, so fires off a series of 
questions at Rika. Rika quickly becomes overwhelmed.) 
 
Yumi 
You can do magic, too! *squeals* You’re just like me!  
 
Rika 
Yeah, I can do ma- 
 
(Yumi is right in Rika’s face. Rika is uncomfortable and starts to get scared 
of Yumi.) 
 
Yumi 
I have to see your transformation! You probably look so adorable! Come on, 
lemme see, pretty please? 
 
Rika 
Wait! Dinah said we’re not supposed to do that without her!

Yumi 
Come on! It’s not like Dinah’s here to know and it’s not hurting anybody! 
Please? I wanna see how cute you are! 
 
Rika 
If Dinah told us to wait then–then she must have a good reason for it.  
 
(Yumi gets more pushy, and the conversation begins to escalate.) 
 
Yumi 
Don’t be such a stick in the mud! What’s fun about life without taking a few 
risks? 
 
Rika 
Maybe that’s how you see it, bu-but I’ve learned that it’s not usually worth it ... 
.even with people you trust…. 
 
(Yumi doesn’t acknowledge Rika’s discomfort, which is very apparent on 
her face. Yumi pushes more in the hopes of triggering Rika’s 
transformation.) 
 
Yumi 
Ughhh! You sound like a frightened, little bunny! Your attitude and the way you 
talk sounds like mice scampering. 
 
Rika 
Hey! That’s not very nice! Y-you don’t–you don’t know what I’ve had to deal 
with! 
 
Yumi 
Oh boo-hoo! We’ve all got our sad songs! What are you gonna do about it, 
little mouse-y? 
 
Rika 
O-okay, here I- 
 



(Sora bursts through the bushes, and grabs Rika. She begins to calm her 
from revealing her transformed state.) 
Rika 
H-hey wait?! Who are- 
 
Sora 
My name is Sora, and you need to calm down. Think about what calms you, 
then focus on its tranquility. 
 
(Rika looked up at the fading sunlight. She began to feel the magical surge 
die down.) 
 
Rika 
Even if it’s only a little, it’s enough to keep me going.

Sora

Yumi

Rika

Sora

Mitsu

Mitsu 
Apparently not, if I made all you guys jump like that. 
 
Rika 
I wasn’t scared! Ju-just a little surprised, is all… 
 
Yumi 
Y-yeah! You’d scare anybody with that kinda ninja stealth! But you didn’t scare 
me 
 
Sora 
You guys, it's all right to admit that you got scared. Getting surprised is a 
natural reaction considering we were talking amongst ourselves.  
 
Mitsu

Rika

(Rika looks down at the ground and sighs.) 
 
Mitsu 
The loudmouth is probably really strong and brave, but you take unnecessary 
risks and never once considered taking precautions prior. You also sound kind 
of pushy and inconsiderate of others feelings, even if their lives are at stake 
with your actions. 
 
(Yumi scoffs and gives Mitsu an angry look.) 
 
Mitsu 
Miss proper sounding girl, you probably like keeping things orderly and 
making everyone feel good about themselves. You probably stretch yourself 



hella thin trying to care for them and guiding them down the “right” path, 
when you don’t even know what that is. 
 
(Sora surprisingly is unamused by Mitsu’s harsh, but true deciphering of her 
personality. She steers the meeting down a more positive avenue to get 
things back on track and ease tension.) 
 
Sora 
I can’t speak for those two, but you’re absolutely right about me. If there was 
a textbook definition for me, yours would be next to my name, verbatim. 
 
Mitsu 
Y-you’re don’t sound mad….why aren’t you mad? 
 
Sora 
Pardon my harsh language, but we’ve all been through some shit. However, 
what we’ve been through made us  who we are, and that’s what brought us 
here. Even though we're all so different and this meeting didn’t quite go as 
smoothly as planned, we’re all still here. 
 
 
Rika
