® Some say we don’t dip the 71D sandwich into charoset because we already
have 2 dippings.
e Some say we do dip the sandwich because you are fulfilling your nixn of
21N then, so you must dip.

Leaning
e There is a doubt whether you lean when eating 11I>. The nxn requires it,

but the 71NN does not. So most people do because of the n¥n. (Because if
you’re fulfilling your obligation then, then you must lean. It just says by 21nn
that you don’t need to. So theoretically you can.)
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Speaking
e If Hillel the Tanna is right, then it is a good idea to not talk between the

N1 of n¥n and YINn by N¥n XXM and YN until 0.
e If you want to do it in the best possible way, don’t talk about things other
than the ni¥n.
