In Zootopia 2, the main characters Judy Hopps (a bunny) and Nick 
Wilde (a fox) who are now partnering detectives, are solving a new 
case. They are investigating a conspiracy about a dangerous reptile 
named Gary De'Snake, but realize that there is more to the story than 
what they thought.

The main characters in the story are Nick Wilde, Judy Hopps, and Gary 
De'snake. Judy Hopps is a bunny, who came from a worrisome and 
protective family. She decided early on in her life that she wanted to be 
a cop, and that she wanted to help people. Nick Wilde is a fox who 
used to be a reformed criminal but met Judy Hopps and decided to 
change his ways and help her with her case. The new character in 
Zootopia 2 is Gary De'snake which is also my favorite character. He's 
actually a very sweet character who seeks to clear his family's name.  
 
Does this movie remind you of any other type of movie you've 
watched?  
 
Because this movie is produced by Walt Disney Studios, it has a lot of 
movies that have a similar style to it. I would say some movies with a 



similar plot or animation are Tangled, Wonder Park, The Secret Life of 
Pets, Bad Guys, and Rio.

I just think everyone should give it a chance, and don't feel like it's just 
for kids! Theres tons of other movie references and jokes in the plot.
