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GENERAL ZINE INFORMATION 
 

THEME 
 
This book will feature both art and written pieces about the Western Zodiac signs in 
regards to the Fire Emblem: Three Houses characters - how each of these characters are 
represented through their main sun sign, and the different characteristics of these 
signs that are highlighted in them.  
 
As such, each contributor will be tasked to depict one character in relation to their sun 
sign and its qualities, from any point of view they wish to feature. 
 
In addition, each sign will be described in-depth by our astrology moderators through 
explanations and breakdowns, in their different placements (sun, moon, rising, etc…). 
This book also aims to teach its readers about astrology through a fun and engaging 
lens, accessible to everyone, and will therefore come with all the tools you’ll need to 
properly analyze the skies you were born under!  

 
 

BOOK AND BUNDLE FORMATS 
 
We are currently planning to release a digital PDF zine, as well as a printed B5-book 
with physical merch. Merch will include a personalized A5 notebook, printable star 
charts and planner sheets, stickers, charms, postcards, and washi tape!  

 
 

CONTRIBUTOR REWARDS 
 
Each contributor will be compensated with a free PDF of the book at the very least, and 
will be compensated with a printed copy of the book if the zine breaks even. The 
contributors will have the option to buy the merch at wholesale price if we don’t break 
even for a full merch bundle. 
 
The proceeds for this project will be equally divided between a charity donation and 
the mods & contributors, on a 50% for charity, 50% for profit basis.

As such, 
we require participants to have or create a Discord account, as we will be making 
announcements, communicating deadlines, and keeping a general eye on the progress 
of each piece through Discord.

APPLICATIONS 
 

ASTROLOGY KNOWLEDGE 
 
Applicants do not have to be knowledgeable in astrology to apply! Each character will 
be depicted through specific characteristics of their canon sun sign, which will be 
decided upon by our astrology mods.  

 
For example, we will ask people to depict specific Leo qualities for Claude, Yuri, Leonie... 
through their piece (such as creativity, warm-heartedness, arrogance...).  

 
 

PITCHES 
 

Each applicant will be asked to list the top 5 characters and their signs that they’d like 
to depict, in order of preference. We will do our best to assign first- to third-choices to 
every single contributor, although this may be hard.  

 
Every character will be given specific qualities to be depicted through a general 
spreadsheet - there is no need to pitch any specific concept or outline to apply.  

 
We will have a designated pitch period for contributors to work on their ideas in 
collaboration with us and make sure we’re representing the signs and characters to the 
most accurate degree! 
 
 

ARTISTS 
 
PAGE ARTISTS: 
Page artists will be asked to provide one drawing or painting of at least 1024 x 1024px, 
300 dpi. Bigger pieces are, of course, allowed. They can draw either a full page or a full 
spread. The book is intended to be edited/printed in B5, so do keep this in mind when 
contemplating your designs. We’re currently planning for a printed book, so we 
recommend working in CMYK.  
 
 
 



 

MERCH ARTISTS: 
Merch artists will be asked to design one to two pieces of merch each. The exact 
formats we will feature remains to be decided, since we will rely on our interest check 
answers, but they will include at least one charm, a couple of stickers, printable sheets, 
a bookmark, and a notebook cover.  
 
 

WRITERS 
 

WRITERS: 
Writers will be asked to provide one piece ranging from 1.000 to 2.000 words 
maximum. They will be allowed to write in whichever tense they prefer; however, we 
would like to keep the written pieces in third-person POV limited.  Since they will be 
asked to write about a specific character, side characters are allowed to appear, but 
should not be a too-prominent part of the piece. 
 
POETS:  
Poets will be asked to provide two to three short poems, each comprising ten lines at 
maximum. The form of the poem is up to the poets: from iambic pentameter, to a short 
sonnet, to a freeform poem or a haiku. The poets will be asked to write about the 
characteristics of a specific sign, which they can write from whichever point of view 
they’d like. For this purpose, they can also write about a specific character of this sign if 
they’d like. The different qualities the book wishes to display will be given to the poets 
by the mods beforehand. 
 
 

APPLICATION PROCESS 
 
Applications for this zine will open on December 1st, and will be sent through Google 
forms. Writer applications will be blind, and judged by our writing mod, who will be 
helped by a jury of four other writers, composed of our intern mod, our social media 
mod, and two other writers and editors external to the zine. 

 
This zine will have 35 to 40 contributor spots: 25 artists, 5 to 10 writers and poets, and 5 
merch artists. You can apply for more than one position; however, you will only be 
accepted for one. For example, if you fill up both application forms for page artists and 
writers, if you’re accepted, you will only be accepted as either a page artist or a writer.  
 



 

Each person applying will be required to provide a top 5 of the characters they wish to 
depict. There will be no need to provide any pitch or concept in your application.  

 
 

APP QUALIFICATIONS AND PORTFOLIOS 
 
Here is what we expect from portfolios: 
 
PAGE ARTISTS: 

●​ 6 to 8 drawings or paintings, featuring both portraits and full-body designs, 
including at least two FE3H samples; 

●​ At least two pieces with finished, illustrated backgrounds;  
●​ No more than one sketch or progress piece; 
●​ Portfolio pieces may be digital, traditional, or a mixture of both. 
●​ The artist mods will pay close attention to backgrounds, composition, anatomy, 

and color work.  
 
MERCH ARTISTS: 

●​ 6 to 8 digital files of merchandise designs. These designs can be stickers, enamel 
pins, washi tape, whatever merchandise examples you have. 

●​ Please turn in examples that are plain images like .jpegs, .pngs, or .pdfs so they 
can be easily opened. 

●​ Product photos welcome! We would love to see examples of your finished 
products. We will not judge the photography. 

●​ The artist mods will be looking for pieces that demonstrate an understanding of 
merch design. Legibility, design choices, and style are all things that will be 
considered. 

 
WRITERS: 

●​ Three PDF samples of your best works, including at least one FE3H sample (three 
FE3H samples would be best);  

●​ At least one “one-shot” piece. Excerpts from large stories/chaptered stories are 
acceptable for the two other samples; 

●​ Each sample must be SFW and strictly 3,000 words or less.  
●​ Please add a heading to all your samples with the total word count and content 

warnings appropriate for each sample. 
●​ The writer mod and the writer jury will pay close attention to characterization, 

grammar and syntax, pacing, and style consistency.  
 



 

POETS: 
●​ Three PDF samples of your best poems;  
●​ At least one poem that is one page long or less; 
●​ Excerpts and larger poems are acceptable for the two other samples; 
●​ Each sample must be 2 pages or less.  
●​ The writer mod and the writer jury will pay close attention to style, rhythm, 

theme and poetry sense, and grammar and syntax.

Q: Will there be NSFW content in the book? 
 
This book will be strictly SFW; we will allow no depiction of sex scenes and no extreme 
violence. Mild nudity, suggestive scenes, and canon-expected violence are permitted. 
 

Q: Are ships allowed in this book?  

This book is not intended to be a ship zine. Nevertheless, depictions of implied 
relationships will be allowed if the assigned character remains the focus of the piece, 
but will have to be approved by the mods beforehand. 
 

Q: Will the pieces all be set in canon? 
 
This book is intended to be mostly canon-compliant; however, if a contributor has an 
amazing, alternate-universe idea for the characters, we definitely will allow it to be 
featured!  
 

Q: Will I be able to post or sell my finished piece? 
 
All the contributors will be allowed to post their finished piece on their platforms, as 
well as use them for their portfolios, two months after physical orders have been sent 
out. The contributors will only be allowed to sell their finished piece after the book has 
been published and shipped.
