e Practice math facts everywhere! Quiz your student when you are in line at the grocery
store, waiting for a subway, or getting ready for bed.

e After a student takes a quiz in school, we’'ll send them home for you to look at together.
Determine which facts are the most challenging for your scholar, then devote extra time
to practicing those!

Every Friday, student name will take a quiz to assess their progress toward mastering their
facts. You will receive a weekly progress report so you can keep track of how they’re doing. |
look forward to seeing student name progress this year.
