Four years after the events 
of the GoT finale, and winter is predicted to end within the year; she is fulfilled and 
strong in her role as queen, but it's lonely at the top, and she's worried about how she'll 
get an heir without sacrificing her body and her power to some royal man that she 
doesn't trust. Along comes Arya, fresh back from worldwide travels, and she brings with 



her some new Narnian friends. Turns out that due to a mix of magic and Aslan, Susan 
Pevensie is making her a proposal of marriage, and as part of Narnian ritual, if she 
accepts the proposal, she must go and live in Narnia for one month while Susan lives in 
the North for one month. Sansa decides to take the risk. End of chapter one. Chapter 
two follows Sansa getting to know her betrothed better by learning about her family and 
her country and her history. There's a lot of family times and worldbuilding fun; she gets 
some new ideas about fashion, becomes friends with Peter and Edmund, and helps 
broker new diplomatic relations with Narnian werewolves. She also realizes that Susan 
is not merely interested in her for religious or magical reasons, but because Susan is 
genuinely concerned about the possibility of a Calormene incursion and is wiling to 
sacrifice herself to marriage in order to give the Narnians somewhere to fall back on if 
necessary. This makes Susan far more understandable and admirable in Sansa's eyes, 
and she decides to go through with the marriage. Then there's the wedding ceremony, a 
bit of romance. They get to know each other, and Susan makes it clear that she won't 
press Sansa for sex if Sansa isn't comfortable; Sansa expresses that she isn't ready yet 
but she hopes to be, one day. The second chapter ends with the execution of a criminal; 
Sansa sees Susan gently directing someone to take away the criminal's young son so 
he won't have to witness it, and Sansa comes to the realization that while she had 
always envisioned the ideal spouse as someone very hard and strong, with Sansa's 
relentless focus on coming winter and potentially coming war/political unrest, but Susan 
is the actual ideal spouse because her gentleness and emotional intelligence are 
complementary to Sansa's skills and instincts, and very good for a country that's healing 
from a destructive war and long winter. Chapter Three is like a long epilogue, a 
massively self-indulgent sketch of Sansa and Susan's lives together, and it particularly 
focuses, near the end, on how their three children (the result of magically induced 
pregnancies) grow and develop and thrive in the world. The story ends with the note 
that it is every good mother's wish for their children to live better lives than they were 
able to, and that Catelyn's great sorrow was the breaking up of her family and 
witnessing the death of some of her children, whereas Sansa was outlived by all her 
children (and most of her grandchildren), and that Catelyn would be proud of her. Top to 
bottom, very soft, very worldbuildy, very self-indulgent, definitely leaning more towards 
the Narnia books than the GoT series in overall tone.

Summary: [spoilers warning lol] If you don’t know the canon, here’s a quick summary of 
that before I get into the fic: The Secret Place follows the story of a ambitious, clever 
young detective from Cold Cases (Stephen Moran) trying to solve a cold case with 
Detective Antoinette Conway from the Murder Squad, who Stephen initially dislikes and 
views her only as a stepping stone to a spot on the Murder squad. Over the course of 
the book he realizes that they click well and he likes her. At the end of the book, despite 
having learned that the Murder squad is in the process of harassing and hounding her 
out of her job, he decides to take her up on her offer of becoming her detective partner 
because he’s willing to put his career/reputation in jeopardy in order to work with her, he 
respects and likes her that much. 
 
The Trespasser picks up about a year later (I think) and follows Antoinette as she tries 
to work a case that at first looks like a typical domestic dispute gone awry. She’s 
ostracized and harassed at work (she’s the only woman there, the only person of color 
there, she’s super tough, and she has a very intensely I Don’t Take Shit, Be Competent 
or Perish attitude). She’s considering quitting. Over the course of the book, she finally 



allows herself a little vulnerability in depending on Steve. She solves the case partly 
because of her outsider status which allows her to correctly view another murder 
detective as a suspect, and the novel ends with her looking forward to working in the 
murder squad with Steve for the rest of her life. It’s probably the happiest ending 
anyone has gotten in a Tana French book, and I adore it, and in my fic I blow it to 
smithereens like a watermelon hit by a bazooka. Very sorry. Can’t help it. Gotta. 
 
My fic takes place roughly 8 or 9 years after the Trespasser, and it begins with 
Antoinette and her new partner Detective Laura Barry being assigned an attempted 
murder case which is related to a suicide case that she investigated earlier that year 
with Detective Sam O’Neill. The case involves a family with a long history of abusive 
behavior across three generations, and it hopefully has some parallels and echoes in 
what’s going on with Antoinette, although I can’t explain the case details without writing 
like 2k words. Basically, during the first half of the fic you see that Antoinette has 
changed a lot and is behaving self-destructively, and you slowly learn why. About a year 
before the fic started, there was a gas leak explosion, which gave her a mild concussion 
and severely wounded Steve. He nearly died several times in hospital, and after being 
released from hospital, returned several times; as a result, he has PTSD and Antoinette 
also shows trauma symptoms (insomnia, poor memory). Antoinette has always had to 
struggle and fight in life, but she’s never come across an enemy she couldn’t beat with 
persistence and intelligence. She can’t out-think or outlast or outfight the wounds and 
the trauma that have made Steve retire and her avoidant coping & self-destructive 
behavior has left her with serious regrets for the first time in her life. Basically, she sees 
who she used to be in Laura, much in the way that ex-detective Cassie Maddox sees 
how *she* used to be in Antoinette, and this summary is getting long asf so let’s cut to 
the chase: after a lot of shit goes down, Antoinette confronts her trauma and does open 
up to Cassie and Steve, a little, and manages to find the killer. She ends up with a bit of 
leverage which she uses to pair up with Cassie, passing Laura to Sam, everybody’s 
pretty happy, and the fic ends with her giving Steve a gift for good luck on the first day of 
his classes (an implicit reaffirmation of their friendship and show of support for him in 
embarking on a new life outside the squad). This is legit a terrible summary and I’m so 
sorry but I’ve already tried rewriting it 3 times. The baseline is: sometimes horrific shit 
happens that you can’t fight or reverse; you gotta fucking accept it and learn to build a 
new life for yourself, or you drown. That’s it.

Summary: [spoilers warning lol] Chances are you don’t know the canon, and that’s 
okay! The overall vibe of the show is that of a dark psychological mystery, and as befits 
a show based on Tana French books, at its very core is the relationship between two 
damaged detectives, Rob Reilly and Cassie Maddox. Before the time period of the show 
beginning, Cassie went undercover as a student and low-level drug dealer in order to 
get to the drug dealer Vincent Johnstone; Frank Mackey was Cassie’s handler. This 
mostly canon-compliant prequel is focused on Cassie's undercover work with Frank, 
during which time she canonically had sex with Johnstone and it's heavily implied that 
she may have also had sex with Frank. My fic is, at its heart, a story about Cassie 
growing up and finding what she wants in the world, through the lens of her relationship 
with Frank and her undercover mission. Basically, she feels uneasy about Frank for a 
while, in a way that goes beyond first-time-undercover nerves, and she feels drawn to 
him, too; she's not been fully seen and understood by anybody in a very long time, 
perhaps ever, and that vulnerability, especially when paired with Frank's greater 
experience, skill, and general air of mystery, is frightening. She tries to put it down to 
mere sexual chemistry, and they do end up having an affair, but ultimately she finds that 
there's no future with Frank; he's a little more callous than she is, when it comes to 
undercover work, and more importantly, she'll never get anywhere with him because 
he's locked up some parts of himself forever (as evidenced by the way he promises to 
tell her about one of his scars and then lies about it in a way she can detect). The whole 
experience teaches her how much she is capable of, as a detective with skills and as a 
human being with a heart, and it primes her for her friendship/relationship with Rob 
Reilly, with whom she's an equal and with whom she sees a future. Unlike Frank, when 
she tries to get to know him, Rob opens up, and when she presses in more, he doesn't 
shut her out; he says he'll tell her all about it one day, and she believes him. (The 
audience knows this to be true, because as of the beginning of the series, canonically 
Cassie knows everything about Rob, including his big secret.) After an encounter with a 
drug-using witness nearly kills Rob and Cassie talks the man down, Frank gets wind of 
it and thinks this might be a good time to try and lure Cassie back to Undercover; talking 
down a drug user is literally one of the things that she did while undercover that proved 
her skill for the first time. But Frank finds that she's found her place and is prepared to 
defend Rob more fiercely than ever; he stops trying to get her back and congratulates 
her, albeit a tiny bit wistfully, on having found her place both on the Murder squad and 



with Rob. The fic ends with Rob asking Cassie what her talk with Frank was about, and 
Cassie echoing Rob's earlier words by promising to tell him all about it one day. 
Alternative ending is Cassie thinking to herself that Rob's similar to. Frank in ways that 
she likes and different from Frank in ways that are even better, and that at least this 
time she knows how not to fuck it up; she's not going to make the mistake of sleeping 
with him, at least. She's learned that much. (Audience of course knows that she does 
sleep with Rob midway thru the season, and that this will set off a disastrous chain of 
events that eventually leads to them parting ways forever.) Cannot decide if that's too 
pat or if it's good actually.
