Proverbs 11 is distinctive for its sharp contrasts between righteousness and wickedness, 
showing how integrity, humility, and generosity bring stability and blessing, while dishonesty, 
pride, and greed lead to downfall. It opens with the image of “dishonest scales” as an 
abomination to the Lord, setting the tone for a chapter that repeatedly emphasizes God’s 
delight in fairness and truth. The proverbs highlight that wealth cannot save in the day of 
judgment, but righteousness delivers; that pride brings shame, but humility brings wisdom; 
and that generosity enriches both giver and community, while selfishness isolates and 
destroys.
