Have you ever had to wait a long time for something you really wanted? While we wait, we can
often think that what we’re waiting for will never arrive. In that time of waiting for something to
happen, it’s easy to feel hopeless, anxious, or even angry.

For many years, Zechariah and Elizabeth weren’t able to have a baby. And at the time of this
story, they were both very old—too old to have a baby. They had hoped for a long time to have
a baby. During that time, they remained faithful to God. Then the day came that God answered
their prayer. Sometimes, God’s timing and the way He works is different from what we think it
should be. But when we trust God and remain faithful to Him, He will always answer us in the
way that He knows is best.

Question of the Day: Why can we trust God to answer us?

Read about It
Read: Luke 1:57-66

Can you imagine how Zechariah and Elizabeth must have felt after John was born? They had
served God faithfully in the time when they had prayed to God for a baby and didn’t get the
answer they were hoping for. They continued to obey God, and at just the right time God



changed their situation. God knew what He was doing. Not only did He have a plan for
Zechariah and Elizabeth, but He had a plan for the baby, John, as well. God’s plan was bigger
than what Zechariah and Elizabeth could have ever imagined.

The Lord answered their prayers exactly as He had said He would. Everything that God had told
them would happen actually happened. God is true to what He tells us, and when He says He
will do something, He will. We can depend on Him. When His Word, the Bible, says something,
we can trust that it will happen. God’s plan for us is more than we could imagine. Even when it’s
hard, we can trust that God knows what He’s doing. He answered and kept His word for
Zechariah and Elizabeth, and He will for you too.

Question of the Day: When can you call on God?

Read about It
Read: Psalm 91:14-16

Phones didn’t always let you put someone on hold so you could answer another phone call.
Phones could only handle one call at a time. If you tried to call someone and they were already
talking to someone else, you would hear a beeping sound called a busy signal. You had to hang
up the phone and try to call back later. This could be a problem, especially if there was an
emergency. Now, phones have call waiting and we can quickly switch from one call to another.
This is better, but we still depend on the other person to answer.

Thankfully, God doesn’t work like this. At any time, we can call on God. When we call on Him,
He will answer and He will be with us. He’s never too busy for us, and our problems are never
too small or too big for Him. We can trust that He will always answer our call for help. It may not
be in the way we think He should answer, but He will always answer. We can depend on Him.

Question of the Day: What should you do if you feel like God isn’t answering?

Read about It
Read: Jeremiah 29:10-13

Have you ever been in your room and tried to get your mom or dad’s attention? Instead of just
getting up and going to them, you start yelling for them. You yell louder and louder, and begin
to get frustrated that they’re not answering. So, you finally get up and go to them, and that’s
when they answer you. They were there the whole time, and they heard you calling out to
them. But, they wanted you to come closer so they could talk to you.

It can feel a little like this with God. When we’re in the middle of something hard, it can seem
like we’re calling out to Him over and over, and He’s not listening. But God is always there and is
always willing to answer us. Sometimes, He wants us to come closer to Him so we can hear from
Him. He wants us to spend time in His Word and in prayer. He wants us to take time in our day
to be quiet and talk to Him. Sometimes, it’s in those moments that He speaks to us and answers
what we’ve been asking Him for.

Talk about It
