Friday night Vassar’s Varsity Football team lost a close game 36-24 that wasn’t decided until the fourth quarter.
The Vulcans scored three times on a 34 yd pass to Cole Nickerson from Madix Gorleski, a 48 yd. pass to Carmelo

Poe and a 1 yd run by Madix. Madix also ran for the conversions on the first two touchdowns and threw to Cole for

the third conversion. For the game, Madix completed 21 passes on 35 attempts for 207 yards. Cole led Vassar in

receptions with 6 for 78 yds and Carmelo had 5 for 62 yds. On defense Blake Karr and Xander Dickie had 11 tackles

and Gaven Kilgore had 8. Kris Cerda intercepted a pass. The Vulcans travel to Perry next Friday to take on the

Ramblers.
