The
unique climate, in
combination with the
special composition of its
soil, gives special varieties
of grapes that in the
process turn into wines
with distinct personality,
both white and red wines.

Asyrtiko, Nihteri and Vinsanto are
some famous varieties of Santorini :
wines.

The volcanic soil is the main §
element that configures this rare E2%:
and unique vineyard. The [
microclimate also plays an
important role in identity.

During summer months an unusual rain,
mainly due to Caldera, penitrates the
leaves of the plant and the soil, during
night time, thereby reduces the stress of
the plant generated in summer because of
high temperature and drought. The
nature here works in the best way.

TRAVELLING IN EPIRUS,GREECE

Epirus is a traditional geographic and modern administrative region in northwestern Greece. It
borders the regions of West Macedonia and Thessaly to the east, West Greece to the south, the
lonian Sea and lonian Islands to the west and Albania to the north. The region has an area of about
9,200 kmZ.lt is part of the wider historical region of Epirus, which overlaps modern Albania and
Greece but lies mostly within Greek territory.Greek Epirus, like the region as a whole, is rugged
and mountainous.lt comprises the land of the ancientMolossians and Thesprotians and a small
part of the land of the Chaonians the greater part being in Southern Albania. It is largely made up
of mountainous ridges, part of the Dinaric Alps. The region's highest spot is on Mount Smolikas, at
an altitude of 2.637 metres above sea level. In the east, the Pindus Mountains that form the spine of
mainland Greece separate Epirus from Macedonia and Thessaly. Most of Epirus lies on the
windward side of the Pindus. The winds from the lonian Sea offer the region more rainfall than any
other part of Greece.

The Vikos-Aoos and Pindus National Parks are situated in the loannina Prefecture of the
region. Both areas have imposing landscapes of dazzling beauty as well as a wide range of
fauna and flora. The climate of Epirus is mainly alpine. The vegetation is made up mainly of
coniferous species. The animal life is especially rich in this area and includes, among other

species, bears, wolves, foxes, deer andynxes.
