Individual SYVL Girls’ Tennis Tournament 2022

The tournament will be held on Thursday and Friday, Oct. 20™ and 21*.
Varsity will play at Bakersfield College or Ridgeview (TBD), starting at
9:00 AM on both days. The JV tournament will be at BHS and will start at
10 AM on both days.

1. This tournament will follow SYVL Tennis Rules and Procedures.

2. Entry fee will be a can of balls per singles player or doubles team.

3. Every team may enter up to 3 singles players and 3 doubles teams.

4. Six players / doubles teams will be seeded in each draw. The first and
second players / teams from each school must be placed in opposite
halves of the draw. The third player / team from each school will be
placed in a different quarter than his teammates.

5. We will have a seeding meeting at Ridgeview High, in the library, on
Monday, Oct. 17™ at 6:00PM. Best to park in Visitor parking near
the Admin Building
Every coach or a representative must attend.

6. Individual medals will be awarded in singles and doubles for 1%, 2",
3" and 4" place.

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Coaches: Please arrange to be present during the matches. If you cannot attend, a representative
should be sent in your place.

Officials: Coaches or players may be called upon to watch line calls if a player requests a line
judge. Hopefully, none will be needed.

Dress: According to Article VI, Section I of CIF Section Rules and Procedures, APPROPRIATE
tennis attire must be worn. Players are encouraged to wear their team uniforms.

Playing Procedures involving penalties for being late:

1-5 min.: 1 Game 16-30 min: 1 Set
6-10 min: 2 Games 31+ min: Default
11-15 min: 3 Games

Practice Time Limits:

1. Singles matches - 5 minutes, including service warm-up.
2. Doubles matches - 10 minutes, including service warm-up.
3. No additional serves will be permitted after the beginning of a match.

Match Procedures:
Varsity: All matches will be 2 out of 3 sets, regular scoring. A set tiebreaker (first to 7 win by 2)
will be played if a set score reaches 6-6. We will be playing out all third sets in their entirety.

JV: All matches will be 8-game pro sets, no-ad scoring. A set tiebreaker (first to 7 win by 2) will
be played if a set score reaches 7-7.

hin ring Chan rs and Rest Periods:

There is a 2 minute break allowed between the 1% and 2™ sets
Varsity players may rest 10 minutes after the 2" set if they split sets and 30 minutes
between matches.

e Players can take a 90-second changeover break, but not during the first changeover or
during tiebreakers.

e Players may take up to a half-hour break between matches.
Coaching will be allowed at any time (excluding when the ball is in play) as long as it

does not interrupt the flow of play as well as on changeovers. No spectator or player is

allowed to coach during a match. Any assistant coach must be cleared through the
