By taking this Supplement you have chosen to be “Nine Worlds Cultivator” and you will enter 
into that continuity as a Drop-In awakening in a black robe somewhere safe in your Jump of 
choice.

Origin: 
Pick your cultivation background and eventual end levels here, you can be independent 
or tied to the Dark Crow in some ways. 
 
Independent Cultivator  
In the boundless expanse of the Nine Worlds, a cultivator is one who dares to challenge the 
heavens and command the Grand Dao. To walk this path, one must master the intricate triad of 
Fate Palace, Life Wheel, and Physique. These three are the cornerstone of cultivation, each 
inseparably linked, forming a cycle that defines the cultivator's strength and longevity. 
 
Dark Crow’s Karmic Tie [Requires Dark Crow] 
Long ago, an ancestor of yours crossed paths with the Dark Hand behind the Curtain—a being 
who wields the weight of countless epochs. Through this encounter, a karmic bond was forged, 
tethering your lineage to the enigmatic Dark Crow. Now, the Dark Crow has sought you out, its 
gaze piercing through the river of time. This is no mere coincidence; it is karma fulfilled. In its 
inscrutable wisdom, the Dark Crow has chosen to settle this ancient debt by bestowing upon 
you gifts and knowledge that remain hidden to the rest of the world. 
 
Dark Crow’s Student (200CP) [Requires Dark Crow] 
In the eyes of the Dark Crow, few are worthy of recognition, let alone 
tutelage. Yet within you lies a rare spark—a potential buried beneath 
the sands of time and mediocrity. This spark, invisible to the world but 
unmistakable to the Crow, has earned you a place as its student.

In order to get the Perk Something Unique, you need to take both the Almost Unique Perk 
that it follows and the Something Rare Perk that is commented before the boosted Perk. 
 
 
General Perks: 
Cultivation: 



To embark on the path of cultivation is to step into the endless journey of transcending 
mortality and grasping the Grand Dao. You begin at Palace Foundation, the first step in the 
long road to immortality. With the interwoven harmony of your Fate Palace, Life Wheel, and 
Physique, you absorb Spirit Energy, refining it to ascend through the stages of cultivation. 
See Notes for Cultivation levels. 
 
Life Wheel – (Free/100/200/400/600/800) 
A tree has its growth rings; a cultivator has their Life Wheel. Hidden within the depths of your 
being, the Life Wheel is a spinning light that determines the vitality of your Blood Energy and 
the span of your longevity. Though invisible to mortal eyes, a trained cultivator can perceive 
their Life Wheel’s brilliance, and with successful cultivation, its radiant form manifests behind 
their head as an emblem of their strength. 
The quality of your Life Wheel not only dictates the potential length of your life but also 
serves as the foundation of your blood energy and resilience. However, great power carries 
equal risk—reckless overexertion of Blood Energy may irreparably damage your Life Wheel, 
reducing your vitality and lifespan. 
Life Wheel Tiers 
Each purchase elevates your Life Wheel to a higher tier, granting greater vitality, resilience, 
and longevity: 

●​ Free: Mortal – The spark of longevity, finite and fragile. 
●​ 100 CP: Houtian – A strengthened Life Wheel 
●​ 200 CP: Xiantian – A transcendent Life Wheel and vigor. 
●​ 400 CP: King – A Life Wheel capable of supporting a ruler’s might, radiant and 

unyielding. 
●​ 600 CP: Saint – A semi-divine Life Wheel, its radiance carving your name among 

legends. 
●​ 800 CP: Immortal – A Life Wheel that defies mortal limits, the pinnacle of longevity 

and vitality. 
Note: An Immortal Life Wheel requires taking the Heavenly Extermination drawback. 
 
Fate Palace (Free/100/200/400/600/800) 
The Fate Palace is the beacon of a cultivator’s potential, the sacred chamber that defines 
their aptitude and talent for comprehending the profound mysteries of the Grand Dao. Unlike 
the Physique, which can be refined and enhanced, the Fate Palace’s level is determined at 
birth. This innate limitation marks it as the foundation of cultivation, for while a powerful 
Physique grants strength, only a refined Fate Palace unlocks the ability to master Merit 
Laws and forge a personalized path in the Dao. 
Cultivators regard the Fate Palace with the utmost reverence, for without its guidance, even 
the strongest body cannot ascend to the heavens. It is the key to understanding, the 
compass pointing toward the higher realms of cultivation. 
Fate Palace Tiers 
Each purchase elevates your innate aptitude, increasing your ability to master profound 
truths and ascend the ranks of cultivation: 

●​ Free: Mortal  
●​ 100 CP: Houtian  
●​ 200 CP: Xiantian  
●​ 400 CP: King 
●​ 600 CP: Saint  
●​ 800 CP: Immortal

gain access to a specialized shop seamlessly connected to your Warehouse. This shop 
serves as a treasure trove for cultivation, alchemy, forging, and other arts, offering a 
constantly rotating inventory of rare and valuable materials. 
The shop’s offerings are unpredictable, with new items appearing monthly, ensuring a 
dynamic and varied selection for your needs. The inventory is restocked daily, so even 
amidst the unpredictability, you will never find yourself entirely without options. Transactions 
are conducted using Refined Jades, the universal currency of cultivators.

●​ Life Rings.

●​ Beast Marrows 
●​ Destiny Stones 
●​ Grand Dao Treasure Metals 

This shop ensures you have access to the lifeblood of cultivation, providing the tools 
necessary to carve your legend into the annals of history. 
Note: The shop’s inventory is randomized, offering both common and extraordinary items. 
While luck may play a role, the persistent restocking ensures no visit is wasted. 
 
Bazaar Street (200 CP) 
Once every ten years, a mysterious door appears within your Warehouse. Beyond this door 
lies an independent world—a single, seemingly endless street stretching for trillions of miles. 
Known as Bazaar Street, it is a place of boundless opportunity and risk, where countless 
races, sects, and individuals gather to trade, sell, and barter. 
The wares found here are as varied as the denizens who offer them. From common spirit 
medicines to Immortal Emperor True Treasures, from mortal trinkets to the fabled 10th 
World Items, every item imaginable—and some beyond imagination—can be found here. 
Yet, the prices and transactions are as unpredictable as the sellers: 

●​ True Pricing: Items sold at their exact value. 
●​ Overpriced: Wares sold at exorbitant rates. 
●​ Underpriced: Hidden treasures sold for a pittance. 
●​ Trade Only: Goods available only through unique exchanges. 
●​ Barter: Sellers open to negotiation and haggling. 

Potential Sellers 
The street is populated by a colorful assortment of merchants: 

●​ Honest traders who uphold integrity. 
●​ Proud sect disciples offering their sect’s treasures. 
●​ Sly conmen eager to exploit the unwary. 
●​ Eccentric individuals with otherworldly artifacts and secrets. 

Each visit is an adventure, with the layout, merchants, and items changing every time. 
However, all aspects of the Bazaar—its people, items, and environment—are immune to 
outside powers and perks. No trickery or force can alter the nature of this enigmatic place. 
Rules of the Bazaar 

●​ The door remains open for three days each decade or new Jump whichever comes 
first. 

●​ Whatever you acquire is yours to keep, provided you can pay the price or strike a 
deal. 

 
Adaption (400 CP) 



Cultivation is the art of harmonizing with the world’s energies, but you have transcended the 
ordinary boundaries of this practice. With Adaption, you gain the unparalleled ability to 
transmute other forms of supernatural energy into Spirit Energy, seamlessly integrating them 
into your cultivation. Whether it is Chakra, Nen, Mana, or any other mystical force, all can be 
refined and utilized as if they were innate Spirit Energy. All supernatural energies can be 
converted into Spirit Energy, fueling your cultivation, techniques, and powers. This allows you 
to tap into otherwise inaccessible sources of energy from any world you visit. Perks and 
items from this Jump that interact with Spirit Energy adapt to affect other supernatural 
energies. For example: A jewel that replenishes Spirit Energy would also replenish Nen in a 
Hunter X Hunter jump. The conversion process is automatic but does not inherently increase 
the total energy available to you. It only allows you to access, integrate, and use the energy 
in its Spirit Energy form. The adaptability does not grant mastery over the original energy’s 
source techniques or methodologies—it simply allows their essence to bolster your 
cultivation. 
 
Divine Eyes (600 CP) 
The Divine Eyes are a tool of unparalleled perception, a gateway to the mysteries of the Ten 
Thousand Dao. While the eyes themselves serve as the conduit, the true power lies within 
the mind and soul. By unlocking the Divine Eyes, you gain the ability to peer beyond the veil 
of the mundane, unraveling the truths hidden from ordinary sight. The power of the Divine 
Eyes is not limited to physical sight. Their effectiveness depends on the clarity of your mind 
and the strength of your soul. The more profound your understanding of the Grand Dao, the 
greater the capabilities of your Divine Eyes. They do not merely reveal—they empower you 
to comprehend. 

●​ Piercing Illusions: See through simple deceptions, illusions, and false realities with 
ease. 

●​ Hypnotic Gaze: Exert your will upon weak-willed mortals, swaying their thoughts and 
actions with but a glance. 

●​ Zooming Vision: Focus your sight to extreme distances or into the smallest details, 
whether gazing at the farthest horizon or the intricate patterns of a grain of sand. 

●​ Energy Identification: Discern supernatural energies, beings, and artifacts, 
unraveling their nature and purpose at a glance. 

 
Immortal Soulbone (800CP) 
Among the legendary treasures of cultivation, the Immortal Soulbone is unparalleled, a 
divine artifact born of eternity. Embedded between the brows of its bearer, it serves as the 
apex of Immortal Bones, a key to unlocking the profound mysteries of the cosmos and 
wielding immeasurable power. Possessing the Immortal Soulbone elevates a cultivator to an 
entirely new realm of potential, granting abilities that defy the natural order. 
Abilities of the Immortal Soulbone: 

●​ Instant Learning​
The Immortal Soulbone turns complexity into simplicity. No matter the intricacy or 
profundity of a Merit Law—be it an Immortal Emperor Merit Law or a Heaven’s Will 
Secret Law—a single glance is enough for the bearer to grasp its essence. 

o​ Comprehension of the Profound: Instantly understand the mysteries of any 
technique, cultivation method, or Grand Dao insight. 

o​ Universal Learning: Whether it is martial arts, alchemy, or the obscure 
workings of alien worlds, the Immortal Soulbone enables mastery in moments. 

●​ Petrifying Immortal Light​
The Immortal Soulbone can project a radiant Immortal Light, a beam of power so 
overwhelming it can seal even Heavenly Kings when used by a mortal. 



o​ Sealing Power: Immobilize and incapacitate entities far beyond your strength. 
o​ Universal Suppression: The light overwhelms the wills of mortals and lesser 

beings, imposing absolute dominance. 
 
Paragon Arifact (1000CP)  
The Paragon Artifact stands as the apex of an epoch, the most powerful weapon ever 
forged during its time. These legendary tools of war are designed not just to conquer nations 
but to challenge the very High Heavens themselves. With a casual swipe, they can shatter 
worlds, and their very presence radiates the culmination of an era’s cultivation, philosophy, 
and power (e.g. a sci-fi focused epoch had a mecha armor, a sea based epoch having a 
trident). 
By claiming this perk, you gain a Paragon Artifact uniquely crafted to embody your 
personality, skills, and abilities. It is the ultimate expression of your essence, seamlessly 
enhancing your strengths and adapting to your techniques. 
 
Dao Heart (1200CP) 
At the core of cultivation lies not power, wealth, or talent, but the strength of one’s Dao Heart. 
It is the essence of perseverance, the relentless pursuit of truth, and the unyielding will to 
overcome every obstacle on the path to the Grand Dao. While others may covet powerful 
treasures or seek enlightenment through profound Merit Laws, it is the Dao Heart that 
determines whether one can truly ascend to the heavens. A cultivator with a strong Dao 
Heart can defy the odds, surpassing poor talent or ordinary cultivation techniques to one day 
stand at the apex of creation. Conversely, countless geniuses with extraordinary talents and 
treasures have fallen short, their weak Dao Hearts unable to bear the weight of their 
ambitions. This perk does not grant you an ironclad Dao Heart outright, but instead opens 
the door to its eventual achievement. 
 
Psuedo-Immortal (1500CP) [Requires: Primordial Will, Ancestor, Dao Heart, Dark Crow 
Companion] 
You have ascended to a level where all cultivation systems converge, transcending the 
boundaries of mortality to touch the edges of eternity. At this stage, you are no longer bound by 
the limitations of ordinary existence; you have become a Psuedo-Immortal, a being of nearly 
eternal life, indestructibility, and incomprehensible power. Yet, even at this level, you stand only 
on the threshold of the endless Dao, with vistas far greater still ahead. Your mastery of the Dao 
grants you abilities that defy comprehension: 

●​ Eternal Creation: Forge universes and timelines hidden from even the High Heavens 
themselves. Shape and sustain new planes of existence and life with but a thought. 

●​ Timelines Devoured: Consume entire timelines in a single act, drawing their essence 
into yourself for power and sustenance. 

●​ Destruction Beyond Mortal Bounds: Erase timelines, planes of existence, and 
dimensions instantly, leaving no trace behind. 

●​ Indestructible Form: Your body is nearly invincible, a fortress against the ravages of 
time and attack. 

●​ Boundless Lifespan: Your longevity approaches the eternal, existing beyond the 
comprehension of mortals and even many immortals. 

●​ Sovereignty: This power is uniquely yours, immune to external manipulation, theft, or 
alteration by any force.

Formation Techniques (Free/200/400) (Discounted for Independent Cultivator) 
Formations are one of the most profound tools in a cultivator’s arsenal, 
capable of trapping, sealing, or destroying multiple targets simultaneously. 
These techniques harness energy and intent, transforming the mundane into 
the extraordinary. Whether they are formed with Refined Jades, specific 
matching artifacts, or coordinated movements of individuals, formations can 
alter the flow of battle and defy even the mightiest foes. 
Tiers of Formation Techniques 
Each purchase increases the power and effectiveness of your formations, 
allowing them to target increasingly formidable opponents: 

●​ Free: Basic formations capable of affecting opponents up to the 
Purified Rebirth stage 

●​ 200 CP: Advanced formations effective against opponents up to the 
level of Virtuous Paragon 

●​ 400 CP: Peerless formations capable of affecting even Immortal 
Emperors 

 
Alchemy (400CP) (Discounted for Independent Cultivator)  
As an aspiring Alchemist Emperor, you possess knowledge rivaling that of an 
immortal lineage, spanning millions of years of refinement and mastery. Your skill in 
alchemy allows you to create miraculous concoctions capable of reshaping the 
destiny of cultivators. From healing injuries to prolonging life, refining physiques, or 
enhancing cultivation, your expertise is unparalleled. 
Core Alchemy Abilities 
You can craft various alchemical creations, each capable of undergoing up to nine 
transformations, exponentially increasing their potency and extending their 
effectiveness to cultivators of higher realms: 

●​ Ointments: Used to heal injuries, restoring vitality and stabilizing the Life 
Wheel. 

●​ Physique Pastes: Enhance and refine the Physique, fortifying the body to 
endure the rigors of cultivation. 

●​ Longevity Medicines: Prolong lifespans, a treasured creation among old 
ancestors seeking to defy the passage of time. 

●​ Fate Pills: Boost cultivation levels, aiding the comprehension of profound Dao 
insights. 

Alchemy Subsets (200 CP Each) 
Each subset adds a unique dimension to your alchemical mastery: 

1.​ Plant Cultivation​
The art of cultivating medicinal plants, or Spirit Medicines, to amplify their 
potency and efficacy. 

o​ Each plant requires unique care, including specific fertilizers with 
formulas unique to the alchemist. 



o​ Mastery of plant cultivation ensures a steady supply of potent 
ingredients for your alchemical creations. 

2.​ Wood Mastery​
The ability to borrow the power of plants to manipulate and stimulate their 
growth to incredible degrees. 

o​ Unlike Plant Cultivation, this mastery treats plants as weapons rather 
than resources. 

o​ Use vines, roots, and entire forests as tools of combat, reshaping the 
battlefield to your will. 

3.​ Insect Mastery​
A specialized technique for controlling poisonous creatures. 

o​ Harness venomous insects to guard, attack, or support your efforts. 
o​ These creatures can act as living tools of alchemy, delivering toxins or 

enhancing your concoctions. 
 
Emperor’s Possession (600CP) (Discounted for Independent Cultivator)  
An Emperor’s Possession is a unique artifact born from the prolonged use and 
proximity to an Immortal Emperor. Over time, even ordinary objects or structures 
absorb traces of the Emperor’s consciousness and power. These artifacts are not 
created intentionally but are a byproduct of the Emperor’s immense presence and 
mastery of the Dao. While their power is finite, their potential is immense, making 
them rare and coveted treasures. You gain 3-5 of them, each of which has 2-4 uses. 
Immortal Soulbone: Filial Descendent 
You are recognized by the Emperor’s Possession allowing you to use it 7-9 times, or 
you can use all of it at once for an exponentially more powerful strike. 
 
 
Path of the Grand Dao (800CP) (Discounted for Independent Cultivator) 
Not all cultivators yearn to compete for the Heaven’s Will, nor do they seek the mantle 
of an Immortal Emperor. For those who walk a different path—one of introspection, 
refinement, and ultimate self-mastery—there is the Path of the Grand Era. This is the 
road of those who strive to perfect their Dao, pushing its boundaries to the peak and 
even breaking through its limits, all without the blessings or burdens of the Heaven’s 
Will. Gain an unrivaled level of mastery over your Dao, sitting at the apex of the Virtuous 
Paragon realm as an Emperor Rival with the might of an Immortal Emperor with one 
Heaven’s Will. 
 
 
Dark Crow’s Karmic Tie Perk Tree: 
 
Merit Laws (Free/100/200CP) (Discounted for Dark Crow’s Karmic Tie) 
Also known as Cultivation Methods, Merit Laws are the foundational 
techniques that cultivators use to refine their Fate Palace, Life Wheel, 
Physique. They also act as techniques for personal combat. These sacred 



teachings are the roadmap for ascending through the cultivation realms, 
tailored to align with your unique potential and aspirations. 
Types of Merit Laws 

●​ Fate Palace Merit Laws 
●​ Life Wheel Merit Laws. 
●​ Physique Merit Laws 
●​ Foundation Heart Laws 

Tiers of Merit Laws 
●​ Free: Heavenly King Merit Law 
●​ 100 CP: Virtuous Paragon Merit Law  
●​ 200 CP: Immortal Emperor Merit Law 

 
Heaven’s Will Secret Law (400 CP) (Discounted for Dark Crow’s Karmic Tie) 
Among the strongest techniques in the Nine Worlds, the Heaven’s Will Secret Laws 
stand unrivaled, surpassed only by the Nine Grand Heavenly Scriptures. These laws 
are the pinnacle of an Immortal Emperor's achievement, the culmination of their 
understanding of the Grand Dao and their bond with the Heaven’s Will. Each 
Immortal Emperor creates only one Heaven’s Will Secret Law, uniquely shaped by 
their connection to the Heaven’s Will of their era, making every Secret Law one of a 
kind. You gain one that is suited for you, having found out it was possessed by one of 
the many Immortal Emperors that have existed. Alternatively, you can select a known 
canon law. 
Immortal Soulbone: Dual Heaven’s Will Secret Law 
Thanks to your unique advantage you now posses two Heaven’s Will Secret Law and 
can utilize both at once. 
 
Immortal Emperor (600CP) (Discounted for Dark Crow’s Karmic Tie) 
To ascend to the level of Immortal Emperor is to stand at the pinnacle of cultivation in 
the Nine Worlds. It is a title earned by those who have shouldered the Heaven’s Will, 
transcending mortality to wield unparalleled power. Immortal Emperors are forces of 
nature, their very existence tied to the Heaven’s Will, granting them nearly unkillable 
resilience and a legacy that echoes through the ages. As long as the Heaven’s Will 
remains intact, the Emperor cannot truly die. Even if their body and True Fate are 
destroyed, their existence persists, anchored by the Heaven’s Will. Immortal Emperors 
enjoy an extraordinarily long life, and by sealing themselves, they can potentially live 
indefinitely. Do note that you must adhere to Imperial Ethics (See Notes) to achieve this 
level. See Notes for how all of this works for the purposes of a Jumpchain. 
Dao Heart: 12 Will Emperor 
Thanks to your Dao Heart you possess 12 Heaven’s Will, being an experienced 
Immortal Emperor who is one step below Ancestor. Regular 1 Heaven’s Will Emperors 
are like children to you, able to be defeated with relative ease. 
 
 
 
Dark Crow’s Student Perk Tree: 



Nine Grand Heavenly Treasures (200CP) (First Purchase Free for Dark Crow’s 
Student, Rest Discounted) [One Purchase Only for Indepdent Cultivator & Dark 
Crow’s Karmic Tie] 
The Nine Grand Heavenly Treasures are the pinnacle artifacts of creation, 
existing since the beginning of time itself. These extraordinary items are 
unmatched in their power, standing as the ultimate expressions of their 
epochs. No matter how time changes, the treasures endure, adapting their 
forms to each new epoch, including the Nine Worlds. Their sheer power and 
mystery have made them coveted across all of existence. When first 
acquired, each treasure bought manifests in its Nine Worlds version, 
showcasing its full glory and abilities as per that epoch’s cultivation system. 
After your initial jump, the treasures reappear adapted to the context of your 
new Jump, transforming into equivalent items suitable for the local setting. 
These transformed versions are hidden somewhere, waiting for you to 
discover them. You keep your old versions too. Any of these not purchased 
cannot be found elsewhere and simply do not exist anywhere. See Notes for 
examples. 
 
Nine Grand Heavenly Scriptures (400CP) CP (First Purchase Free for 
Dark Crow’s Student, Rest Discounted) [One Purchase Only for 
Independent Cultivator & Dark Crow’s Karmic Tie] 
The Nine Grand Heavenly Scriptures are the foundational elements of the 
Grand Dao, existing as collections of elemental runes that embody the 
principles of all creation. These scriptures are meaningless, formless, and 
nameless in their raw state, awaiting comprehension to give them form and 
purpose. Each epoch and cultivation system interprets these scriptures 
differently, reshaping them to suit their own understanding of the Dao. Initially, 
you gain access to one scripture in its Nine Worlds version, complete with its 
associated Merit Laws and Secret Arts as fixed in that epoch by supreme 
beings. After your initial jump, the scriptures reappear adapted to the context 
of your new Jump, transforming into equivalent items suitable for the local 
setting. These transformed versions are hidden somewhere, waiting for you to 
discover them. You keep your old versions too. Any of these not purchased 
cannot be found elsewhere and simply do not exist anywhere. See Notes for 
examples. 
 
 
Primordial Will (600CP) (Discounted for Dark Crow’s Student) [Exclusive Dark 
Crow’s Student]  
The Primordial Will represents one of the greatest mysteries of the universe, the 
ultimate key to True Immortality. In the Nine Worlds, it is a power that transcends 
even the might of the Heaven’s Will, offering a path to unmatched strength and 
unparalleled enlightenment. It is through the Primordial Will that cultivators can reach 
the peak of existence and pursue the profound truth of their true self, also known as 
Anima. Unlike a traditional Immortal Emperor, whose power is capped at 12 



Heaven’s Wills, the Primordial Will allows the user to shoulder up to 72 Heaven’s 
Wills. 
 
Dao Heart: 13th Palace 
Your Dao Heart allows you to open the 13th Palace, a unique feat across the ages 
accomplished by only two others. This is one of the keys to True Immortality and 
exponentially raised your battle prowess. 
 
Ancestor (800CP) (Discounted for Dark Crow’s Student) [Exclusive Dark Crow’s 
Student] [Requires Primordial Will & Dao Heart] 
After mastering the Primordial Will, the cultivator begins to harness Anima, an 
unparalleled power unique to the individual. Anima is present from inception, tied to the 
essence of one’s being, and it is through its mastery that the cultivator transcends 
mortality and steps onto the path of True Immortality.
