UCLA Conference Information and Resources

Getting to the Venue and Building Access

All conference events will take place in Lani Hall inside the Schoenberg Music Building. The
address of the music building is 445 Charles E Young Drive E, Los Angeles, CA 90095.

The building can be accessed from the west through the main lobby off Portola Plaza, and on
the east off of Charles E. Young Drive. If you enter through the east entrance on Charles E
Young Drive, take the stairs or elevator to the first floor and follow the signs to Lani Hall.

Lani Hall is on the first floor, in the main lobby.

Parking

The closest parking structure to the Schoenberg Music Building is Lot 2, off Hilgard and
Westholme Ave. Enter the structure and drive to the lowest levels for Pay-By-Space parking.

The kiosks accept credit cards, and the rates are $17/day on weekdays and $12/day on
weekends.
