Students may enter Junior Varsity or Varsity divisions in Policy Debate,
Lincoln-Douglas debate and Public Forum; Congress rooms will be separated by JV
House and Senate. The novice speech events have been collapsed providing an open
division and novice debate/congress have been combined with the JV debate division.

Students placing in the top three within their event will receive a trophy at the awards
ceremony on Saturday night. Other top finishers from the break round(s) will also
receive recognition and a medal at the Garrett Meriwhether Awards ceremony. Please
remember that students receiving awards should be in tournament attire on stage.
Sweepstakes awards will go to the schools that place first through fifth and first through
third in small school sweepstakes.

Please submit entries by Wednesday, January 24th
including drops by 3:00 pm on Thursday, January 25th.
