*Please do not drop students off at the stop sign in the parking lot. This is not
safe because cars are going around stopped cars.

*Please drop students off by the cafeteria door if they are going to breakfast.
Also, please adhere to how to proceed out of the parking lot for safety.

Arrival Information:

Children should not arrive at school prior to 9:00 a.m. A bell will ring at 9:00 a.m. to alert children that they
may enter the building. All children should be in their classroom by 9:15 a.m. Teachers will begin taking attendance and
begin instruction at that time. Children who arrive after 9:15 a.m. will need to sign in at the Welcome Desk before going
to class and will be considered tardy.

Arrival Summary:

8:45 a.m. Breakfast Program Starts in the Cafeteria. Enter at door #7.

9:00 a.m. First Bell (walkers can enter building and bus students arrive)

9:15 a.m. Second Bell (attendance & instruction begin)

After 9:15 a.m . Students need to sign in at the welcome desk. Students will be marked late after 9:15 a.m.
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When dropping off your child in the morning, either:

e Drop off your child on the Crosby Avenue side of the school (X). (Option #1)

e Drive into the parking lot and drop your child off at the cafeteria door #7 (X) if they are going to
breakfast. Then proceed around the boiler room building and out through the parking lot. This
will apply to morning drop off only. (Option #2)

e Ifyou are facing eastbound on Crosby Avenue toward Irving Terrace, please make sure your
child walks to the crossing guard at Crosby Avenue and Irving Terrace to cross the street.
Sending children across a busy street is not recommended. It is important to encourage and teach
walkers to cross where there are crossing guards (Crosby Ave. & Irving and Irving Terrace &
Worth). Kenmore Police will ticket cars that are illegally parked.
