She is a very outgoing, 

sociable sort of person who seems to know hundreds of people. She’s 

very cheerful – you know, the sort of person who is always laughing. But 

she can be a bit disorganized. She once lost everybody’s cinema tickets and we all had to 

pay again. 

 

2. We had Mr Kempt for history last year. He’s got a moustache and 

short straight hair. He’s quite short and a bit overweight. He’s probably in 

his forties. He really loves his subject and he knows a lot about history. 

He’s also interested in climbing. He went up some of the mountains in 

the Tatras one year, he told us. He was a very hard-working teacher. He 

gave us lots of essays and always marked them quickly. He was never 

moody – always the same, always smiling. He was also very patient with 

us. If anybody didn’t understand something he explained it again in a different way. He 

did everything he could to be helpful.
