The October 7" massacre devastated farms of South Israel which produce 75% of the country’s
vegetables and 25% of its fruits. The war plunged Israel’s farms into crisis. As part of the Anglo
Assistance Volunteer platform, this group is intended to help farmers who have lost staff by
sending volunteers to help with picking crops. Since October 7th, some 700 volunteers have
joined this WhatsApp group. New farming volunteer opportunities appear regularly and are free
for Israelis who wish to volunteer. They are also free to visitors to Israel who typically stay in
hotels in Tel Aviv and Jerusalem, and then choose from the many farms that are harvesting
fruits and vegetables, or are planting new crops or tending their fields. The examples are as
typically shown below, so you just call the contact person at the farm. Other times, they ask you
to meet at a nearby square at a specific time where a bus takes you to the farm and back. The
Volunteers for Farmers posts daily updates (these are shown as examples):
