At the age of 15 Johan started and presided over an underground bank and showcased an 
in depth knowledge of math, trade, economics, business, politics and leadership despite of 
his age. Crystalised intelligence is reflected in a person's general knowledge, vocabulary, 
and reasoning based on acquired information.  
 
Fluid intelligence is the ability to to think abstractly, reason quickly and problem solve 
independent of any previously acquired knowledge.   Johan’s feats in the hospital where he 
arrived was able to escape without leaving a trace, keep in mind the hospital where Tenma 
worked was supposed to be popular and thus it can be reasoned it was a secure place with 
security cameras, yet Johan still managed to escape and poisoned guards and killed the 
director. He was able to solve this obstacle at a young age highlighting his massive potential. 
 
Deception feats: 
Heinrich Lunge, a man who could determine a killer's exact motives and personality by analysing 
one of their crime scenes and psychologically entering their mindset, was unable to determine 
anything after analysing the scene of one of Johan's crimes, eventually going as far as to say "I 
do not exist" when attempting to assume the latter's mentality.
