1. What's a zine?
A collection of works united by a common theme and printed together in a book/booklet.
2. What is this zine about?

The popular Marvel/Avengers ship, Steve Rogers and Tony Stark, also known as Stony or
SteveTony.The zine will be centered on art and writing, with artists and writers collaborating on
their creations (big-bang and reverse-bang style). There will also be some standalone pieces
and comics.

3. Is there a theme?

Steve and Tony across the multiverse. No matter what universe they live in, they always find
their way back to each other. The zine will be open to works in many Marvel universes as well as
alternate universes such as domestic, college, soulmate, etc.

4. What about crossovers?

Unfortunately, we won't be allowing crossovers (such as Marvel x Harry Potter or Marvel x Star
Wars) as they usually need more space to be fleshed out and might convolute the theme.

Other side ships will be completely fine as long as Steve and Tony remain the focus!

However,
if contributors are interested, we might create a NSFW booklet as an add-on item for those who
are over 18.
