Course Information 

 

Spanish I is an introduction course to the Spanish language and culture. 
Students will learn common vocabulary and basic grammatical structures. 
Students will also be encouraged to appreciate Hispanic culture. 

 

Spanish II increases the student’s listening, speaking, reading, and writing 
skills. Vocabulary is expanded, and students are introduced to more 
complex grammar rules. Students participate in oral grammar drills and oral 
question and answer exercises. Appreciation for Hispanic culture becomes 
more defined. 

 

Spanish III is an HONORS level course. It is strongly recommended that 
you have a B or higher in level II to continue on to level III. In Span III, 
students will: 
 

1.​ Compare Preterite vs Imperfect 
2.​ Learn five  tenses in the indicative mood 
3.​ Learn new grammar structures (Reflexive verbs, IOP & DOP) 
4.​ Complete projects using Powerpoint and other computer applications 

and present them orally in Spanish to the class 
5.​ Extemporaneous speaking in Spanish 
6.​ Learn vocabulary,which will require students to apply the knowledge 

of various verbal tenses both through speech and written expression 

 

 



 

Spanish IV is an HONORS level course. It is strongly recommended that 
you have a B or higher in level III to continue on to level IV.   In Spn IV, 
students will: 

1.    Review the tenses of the indicative mood 
2.    Learn compound tenses and past participles 
3.    Review grammar structures (Reflexive verbs, IOP & DOP) 
4.    Complete projects to practice vocabulary/tenses and present them 
orally 
5.    Learn the present and past subjunctive mood 
6. Learn vocabulary, which will require students to apply the knowledge 
of various verbal tenses both through speech and written expression
