●​ Completed Application 

●​ Official Transcript(s) – Include High School Transcripts plus SAT and/or ACT testing 
scores (if not currently attending college) OR current College Transcripts 

 
●​ Letter of Acceptance (for those entering college) or proof that you are a full-time student 

(for those already attending college)
