School Cancellations and 2 Hour Delays

On days when inclement weather necessitates the closing of schools or a delayed
opening, the Superintendent of Schools will notify area radio/TV stations. You will
also receive an announcement via email and/or a phone call from the district. Letter
days on the student schedule do not change in the event of school cancellation. We
skip the letter day on a day school when it is canceled and proceed to the next
letter day.

During a 2 hour delay, it is just that, everything begins 2 hours later. If you are
normally at your bus stop at 7:05, you should be at the bus stop at 9:05.
Breakfast is not served when there is a two hour delay. Student schedules will
reflect shorter periods allowing students to attend all classes. This schedule can be
found in the student agenda book.
