In the fall of 2021, as a part of the College Swimming & Diving Coaches Association of America’s (CSCAA)
Centennial Celebration, the Association named its list of 100 Greatest College Swimming & Diving Coaches and
100 Greatest Female and Male Swimmers and Divers of the past 100 years. A blue ribbon committee of fifty
eight voters selected the finalists, each focusing on a particular sport (swimming or diving) and Division. This
Inaugural Men’s Class of the CSCAA Division Ill Swimming and Diving Hall of Fame were all members of this

elite 100 group.

Founded in 1922, the College Swimming and Diving Coaches Association of America (CSCAA), is the nation’s
first organization of college coaches. The mission of the CSCAA is to advance the sport of swimming and diving
with coaches at the epicenter of leadership, advocacy, and professional development.

Born was a 16-time NCAA event champion and an All-American in 24 events, setting 13 Division Ill records in
the process. He also became the first Division Ill swimmer to earn Division | All-America honors for his 8th
place finish in the 50 Free at the 1986 Division | championship. Born was twice named CSCAA Division Il
Swimmer-of-the-Year and a member of the United States national team from 1985 to 1987.

Joshua Boss - 2002 Hope College - Jenison, MI.
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Boss was the most dominant breaststroker of his era. He claimed seven NCAA men's championships, sweeping
the 200 breaststroke all four years and capturing the 100 breaststroke as a freshman, junior and senior. Boss
set national records in both events in 1999 and the 200 breaststroke in 2001 when he was selected as CSCAA
Division Il Swimmer-of-the-Year.

Marc Courtney-Brooks - 2004 Kenyon College - Columbus, OH.
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Over the course of five different events, Courtney-Brooks captured seven individual NCAA titles, (setting
Division Ill records in the 200 and 500 Freestyle events) in addition to sixteen relay championships.
Courtney-Brooks was a Falkenstine Award recipient, Kenyon’s Senior Athlete-of-the-Year in 2004, an NCAA
Postgraduate Scholarship winner and a three-time CSCAA Division Ill Swimmer-of-the-Year.

Andrejs Duda - 2006 Kenyon College - Jelgava, Latvia.
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Duda, along with UC San Diego’s Travis Miller, is the winningest swimmer in NCAA Division llI history. The
Latvian Olympian captured nine individual and fifteen relay titles. Duda won three straight NCAA titles in the
100 butterfly, and three titles in both the 200 butterfly and 200 individual medley. Duda was named the CSCAA
Division Il Swimmer-of-the-Year in 2006 and to NCAC’s 30th Anniversary All-Decade Team.

Jeff Gorton - 2000 Kalamazoo College - Kalamazoo, M.
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Gorton is the most prolific diver in NCAA Division Il history, having won five national championships and
earning eight All-America honors. Gorton established Division Ill records on both boards and held the 1-Meter
record until 2017. He captured every MIAA diving title in his four years and was the 2000 CSCAA
Diver-of-the-Year.

Robert Hauck - 1987 St. Olaf College - Madison, MIN.
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Hauck was a 23-time All-American and seven-time NCAA champion. Between 1984 and 1987 he set national
records in the 100 and 200 backstroke as well as the 400 individual medley. Hauck was one of the pioneering
Division Il swimmers to qualify for the United States Olympic Team Trials and one of the rare persons to be
named both the CSCAA Division Ill Swimmer-of-the-Year (1987) and Coach-of-the-Year (2009).

Travis Miller - 1994 University of California-San Diego - San Marino, CA.

Miller, along with Kenyon’s Andrejs Duda, is the winningest swimmer in NCAA Division Il history. Miller
captured nine individual NCAA Division Il titles in four different events for the Tritons. In 1993 his six titles
(three individual, three relay) set the standard for the most men’s titles in a single year (since surpassed) and
earned him his first of two CSCAA Division lll Swimmer-of-the-Year awards. He graduated having set five NCAA
Division Il records.

Dennis Mulvihill - 1988 Kenyon College - East Grand Rapids, Ml.

The 1987 and 1988 CSCAA Swimmer-of-the-Year, Mulvihill collected seven individual NCAA titles and
established seven Division Il records in the process. Over his career, he collected twenty-three All-America
honors and is one of the very few athletes to earn honors in both Divisions | and Ill having finished 15th in the
200 freestyle at the 1988 NCAA Men’s Division | Championships.

William Smiddy - 1979 Johns Hopkins University — Wilmington, DE.
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A two-time CSCAA Swimmer-of-the-Year, Smiddy captured eight individual NCAA titles highlighted by a
three-year run of dominance in the 200 individual medley. He set Division lll records in the 100 and 200
Breaststroke and 200 Individual Medley events. He earned seventeen All-America honors and won six MAC
titles in helping lead Johns Hopkins to three straight NCAA team championships.

Allen Weik - 2014 Denison University - Lebanon, PA.
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Weik earned his spot among the most-dominating distance freestylers, in small college history, through a
tenacious work ethic. Over the course of his career, Weik swept the 1650 freestyle all four years, twice in
record time. Weik was also a three-time champion in the 500 freestyle setting the national record in 2012.

Andrew Wilson - 2017 Emory University - Bethesda, MD.
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En route to Emory’s first-ever men’s NCAA team title, Wilson put together one of the greatest careers of any
Division Il athlete in any sport. Over the course of his career, Wilson was a two-time CSCAA and UAA
Swimmer-of-the-Year, a 6-time individual national champion, and 17-time All-American. He went on to become
the first-ever Division Ill swimmer to represent the United States at the 2020 Olympic games.
