e A platform that hosts databases related to the energy sector, such as coal and
gas.

e One of the databases is Global Coal Plant Tracker
(https://globalenergymonitor.org/projects/global-coal-plant-tracker/), which
catalogue thousands of coal-fired plants in all stages of development.

e Another one is the Global Coal Finance Tracker
(https://globalenergymonitor.org/projects/global-coal-public-finance-tracker/),
which shows the major governments financing, insuring or involved in overseas
coal projects, and where they are building the projects.

e Each plant included in the tracker is linked to a wiki page on GEM.wiki, which
provides additional details, such as project history and public opposition.
