Honors: Severe Weather Activity
Introduction

Imagine you are staying at a family member’s house for the summer. The area is prone to severe weather. What do you do to make sure you are safe in the event there is severe weather? 

You can create a safety plan that your family can use if there is severe weather during your stay. 

In this activity, focus on the hazards associated with a particular type of severe weather. Remember, there are economic, emotional, physical, and environmental costs associated with severe weather. Address these issues in your safety plan. 

Instructions

1. Select one of the severe weather events discussed in this lesson:

· thunderstorms
· tornado

· hurricane

· flood

· drought
2. Using information from the lesson, honors extension, and reliable online resources, research at least 10 different main points or procedures to include in your weather safety plan. Each point should contain information on what you will need to do before, during, and after the severe weather event you selected in Step 1. Use Weather Safety Planning Table as your guide.   
3. Present your weather safety plan using one of the formats below. If you have another idea for presentation, consult your instructor.
· a video production

· brochures, posters, or other print materials

· a slideshow presentation

· web pages or wiki pages

· a radio announcement

· a television commercial
4. Include a summary of your answers to the reflection questions in your safety plan presentation. 

5. Include a list of resources you used to create your safety plan.
