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A fire drill is a practice evacuation so that
students and staff can practice the school’'s
escape plan. These are held several times
throughout the school year and are assessed
each time for effectiveness. Students will be
trained on fire drill protocol including where to
meet in case of emergency. When the alarm
sounds, all staff and students must immediately
evacuate the building according to the escape
plan and meet at the designated meeting spot.

Attendance is taken by the teacher and
submitted to the school person in charge. Once
all students are accounted for, they will return to
the classroom.

We encourage you to discuss fire safety with
your child and to address any concerns they
may have.
