On the one hand, some argue that younger criminals should receive punishment
similar to that of adults because of some potential benefits (1). Recently, many
countries have applied lighter penalties for young offenders (2). This approach has
raised concerns about the increasing number of crimes, commited by the younger
generation, due to the situation that young people face inadequate pressure from

government when engaging in unethical activities (3). Therefore, applying equal



punishments to younger criminals, similar to that given to adults, could have a
stronger deterent effect, helping to prevent them from commiting crimes and
contributing to a lower crime rate (4).

In conclusion, as I have discussed above, I once restate my belief that while equal
punishment for young offenders, similar to that for adults, could contribute to a
lower crime rate, applying different treatments for young criminals is more
