1. The building principal will determine if the requesting party is/was a high school student in good
standing with no major discipline problems.

2. The principal shall be informed in writing of all guests that are not students in the school 15 days
prior to the Junior/Senior Prom.

3. Guests who have graduated high school will provide proper identification (i.e.- a driver’s license).
