The relevance of the dissertation research lies in the possibilities of
management in the agricultural sector of the economy to ensure continuous
expanded reproduction through the applied use of scientific achievements,
educational and professional competencies, and human and artificial intelligence. It
also emphasizes the urgent need for reliable support from economic science in the
systemic institutional transformations taking place in the agricultural sector. These
transformations are becoming permanent due to economic globalization, regional
fragmentation,  climatic  bifurcation, and profound military-political,
socio-demographic, and production-environmental changes.

The dissertation identifies the categorical framework and highlights the
essence of managing the development of agricultural entrepreneurship as a
socio-economic category. It reveals the specific features of managing agricultural
entrepreneurship development under turbulent uncertainty and institutional
transformations. A system of scientific and economic support for effective
management of agricultural entrepreneurship development in the context of
institutional transformations has been formulated.

The study diagnoses the macroeconomic conditions for the development of
entrepreneurship in the agricultural sector of the economy during institutional

transformations, analyzes the resource potential and production capacities of



agricultural entrepreneurship entities, and evaluates the economic and social
efficiency of agricultural entrepreneurship operations.

Strategic priorities for state agricultural policy regarding the management of
agricultural entrepreneurship development under institutional transformations are
defined. The dissertation substantiates innovative and investment support for
managing the ecological development of agricultural entrepreneurship.
Recommendations are developed for increasing added value in agricultural
entrepreneurship based on economic and mathematical modeling of production
structure and project management in agricultural enterprises.

The first chapter of the dissertation is dedicated to the theoretical
foundations of managing the development of agricultural entrepreneurship in the
context of institutional transformations.

Theoretical generalization shows that the attributive properties of
agricultural entrepreneurship include independence, initiative, environmental
friendliness, motivation, profitability, and systematicity. These are complemented
by essential characteristics such as risk-taking, ambition, voluntariness, parity,
independence, equality, goal orientation, and applied effectiveness.

Agricultural entrepreneurship, as an economic category, reflects
independent, initiative-driven, environmentally friendly, motivated, individual, and
systematic economic activity in agriculture. This activity is undertaken by
individuals and legal entities to achieve economic, social, and environmental
benefits.

The key features of managing the development of agricultural
entrepreneurship include: multifaceted management due to the complexity of its
subject, diverse approaches due to the heterogeneous nature of the management
object, unity of principles encompassing both universal and specific aspects of
management, holistic management results from the systemic interaction within the
integral economic, social, and environmental phenomena. This reflects the unique
aspects of managerial work, the specific nature of rural life, the distinct

characteristics of agricultural production, and the traits of profound



socio-economic transformations in agriculture and society.

The scientific and economic support for the effectiveness of managing the
development of agricultural entrepreneurship in the context of institutional
transformations spans various spheres of human activity (economic, social, and
environmental). This necessitates an interdisciplinary approach to studying this
phenomenon within the real economy.

Improving the socio-economic effectiveness of agricultural entrepreneurship
involves leveraging the contributions of researchers across various economic
activities while taking into account the specific features of agricultural production
and business operations.

The second chapter of the dissertation highlights the macroeconomic
conditions, current state, trends, and patterns of agricultural entrepreneurship
development in Ukraine. It evaluates the established economic type and the
achieved level of efficiency in the functioning of entrepreneurial entities in the
agricultural sector of the economy.

The dynamics of macroeconomic indicators in the economic and
demographic environment during the establishment of entrepreneurship in the
agricultural sector amidst agrarian reforms and institutional transformations are
analyzed. The study assesses the trends in investment climate indices in Ukraine
and examines the conditions for state guarantees and support for crediting
agricultural producers.

The structural characteristics of agricultural entrepreneurship, which define
its multi-structured nature, are studied. These include the organizational and legal
forms of entrepreneurial entities, their sizes as determined by institutional and
legislative criteria, and the types of enterprises based on land use area and
production intensity levels.

An assessment is conducted on the components of the resource potential of
agricultural entrepreneurship in Ukraine. This includes an analysis of the dynamics
and structure of land resources, the state of fixed assets, the amount of capital

invested in entrepreneurial development, and the dynamics of the hired workforce.



Linear and power multivariate regression econometric models are
constructed to analyze the formation of production capacity among agricultural
enterprises, incorporating elements of their resource potential. The impact of these
elements on variations in production capacity is determined, and the expanded
nature of economic reproduction within the studied set of agricultural enterprises is
identified.

The degree of production capacity utilization among a sample of agricultural
entrepreneurship entities is analyzed based on the developed econometric model.

The study of the economic and technological efficiency of agricultural
entrepreneurship entities revealed a tendency toward growth in efficiency
indicators, despite variations in the quantitative expression of key efficiency
factors. However, there was a decline in final performance indicators, the number
and share of profitable enterprises, starting with the onset of full-scale military
aggression in 2022. This period also saw a reduction in the economic efficiency of
intensifying core production processes.

A factor analysis of the impact of intensive and extensive factors on the
formation of the economic development type of entrepreneurial entities was
conducted, categorized by organizational and legal forms of enterprises in the
studied sample. The analysis revealed a predominant influence of extensive factors
on the increase in net revenue from sales, resulting in a primarily extensive
development type in most of the studied enterprises.

The factor analysis further demonstrated that an intensive development type
i1s primarily found in large enterprises with significant land-use areas, where
entrepreneurship is based on vertical agro-industrial integration. This integration
creates conditions for increased added value and improved efficiency in utilizing
advanced capital as an intensive factor in economic development.

In large enterprises with extensive land-use areas, the productive component
of intensification net income per hectare of land use significantly exceeds similar
indicators for smaller enterprises with less concentrated land resources.

The grouping of the studied enterprises revealed that the highest



performance indicator of the intensification process is achieved by enterprises with
an advanced capital concentration exceeding 35,000 UAH per hectare of land use.
However, the optimal concentration of advanced capital in the capitalization
process of the studied enterprises has not been reached.

The research showed that, despite the overall low efficiency of operations
characterized by a significantly varying net profit margin on advanced capital
across the sample the core activities of the studied entrepreneurial entities remain
profitable. Moreover, the level of profitability achieved in sales indicates that the
enterprises maintain a sufficient level of price competitiveness.

It was found that, despite fulfilling the social mission of agricultural
entrepreneurship and the social responsibility of most business entities towards
their hired personnel and rural communities, there remains a low level of labor
motivation compared to overall economic indicators and statistical data for the
agriculture, forestry, and fishing sectors. This differentiation in motivation levels is
evident across entities with different forms of ownership. Labor motivation was
somewhat higher in state-owned enterprises and lower in collectively and privately
owned enterprises, reflecting the private sector's response to the high tax burden on
the payroll fund.

The third chapter of the dissertation substantiates the main directions for
improving the socio-economic efficiency of managing the development of
agricultural entrepreneurship in the context of institutional transformations.

It was found that the priorities of state regulatory policy for managing the
development of agricultural entrepreneurship in the context of institutional
transformations are shaped by components of constitutional, legal, and strategic
nature. The dissertation substantiates the need to reorder the directions of the
National Economic Strategy until 2030, prioritizing the areas of "Agro-industrial
Sector and Food Industry," "Entrepreneurship (Entrepreneurship Development),"
and "Quality of Life." These areas emphasize the primacy of human interests,
aligned with modern global standards for food security and quality.

Elevating these directions to top priority enables the concentration of limited



resources human, energy, financial-credit, material, technical-technological, and
others on the critical priorities for the economic development of the national
economic complex. This approach is expected to catalyze upward growth in other
sectors of the country's economic system and areas of societal activity.

It was established that the innovative support for the development of
agricultural entrepreneurship is hindered by a decline in the number of research
and development personnel, including researchers. Despite an increase in absolute
spending on scientific research and consistent growth in funding for research and
development (R&D), their share in the gross domestic product (GDP) is
decreasing.

The highest expenditures on scientific research and development are
attributed to the entrepreneurial sector, significantly exceeding the spending levels
of the public sector and higher education. The entrepreneurial sector drives growth
in R&D spending, while the public sector and higher education reduce their
contributions.

The dominance of the entrepreneurial sector in R&D spending reflects the
focus of entrepreneurs on the commercialization of research results as an
innovative component, emphasizing their orientation toward practical application
and market-driven innovation.

A scientific and methodological framework has been developed to increase
the added value of agricultural entrepreneurship entities. This framework includes:
planning the optimal production structure for agricultural enterprises with a target
function aimed at maximizing profit; extending the value chain by processing
agricultural products into industrial goods and delivering ready-to-consume
products directly to the consumer; utilizing project management tools for the
creation and commercialization of market-oriented products.
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
