What are the meal prices? (Prices below are for 2024-2024 School Year. We will update 
prices for 2025-2026 once they are announced by Child Nutrition Services.) 
Breakfast $1.50  
Lunch $2.90 
 
For the 2024-2025 school year, for students who qualify for reduced-price, breakfast will be free 
and lunch will be $0.40.

When do we bring school supplies? 
For 1st-5th Grades, you will bring your supplies to Meet the Teacher night on August 11, 2025.  
 

TRANSPORTATION  
What do I need to do to pick my student up early? 
Arrive on campus by 2:20 if possible.  You will need to bring your ID with you for verification 
purposes. Once you arrive on campus we will call for your student. 
 
Do you have buses? 
We do not have bus service at our campus. 
 
What are the differences between dismissal transportation types? 
Car Riders are students whose ride will go through the drive-through line to pick up their 
student. Front walkers are students who walk out the front door either meeting their parents at 
the front of the building or they walk home.  
 
How can I submit a transportation change? 
You can call the front office to submit a change or complete the online transportation form found 
under the resource tab of our website. 
 
What is the transportation change deadline? 
Please submit changes by 2:00 PM.   
 
What is a car rider sign? 
Car rider signs help facilitate our dismissal process so we can be as efficient as possible. 
Multiple students can be listed on one tag.  Please use the tag that is appropriate for all 
students you are picking up.  If you need a copy, please stop by the front office or make your 
own sign.  
 
Car Riders: place your tag on the passenger side of the vehicle.  IF you are ONLY picking up 
Pre-K or Kinder students you may enter the line first since those students dismiss first. 
 
Front Walkers:  Pre-K/Kinder (yellow tag) and 1st grade (green tag) students ONLY: use the 
dismissal tag when you meet your students out front.

How do I get a printed report card? 
Report cards can be printed for the current year in the Home Access Center. Paper report cards 
will not be handed out. 
 
What do I do if I can’t log in to Home Access Center (HAC)? 
Email the Campus Registrar at erica.coon@leanderisd.org and she can reset your password for 
you.   
 
How do I find my student’s ID? 
Email the Campus Registrar, erica.coon@leanderisd.org, and she will provide that for you.  
 
How do I change my address? 
You will need to submit the change in writing to the campus registrar and provide a new proof of 
residence. 
 
 
Do you have water refill stations? 
We do have water refill stations on our campus. 
 
 
Where is the lost and found (clothing, lunch boxes, water bottles, etc.) located? 
Lost and found items are located in our cafeteria.  You can sign in as a campus visitor before or 
after school to check the lost and found. 
 
 
Do you have after-school care? 
The YMCA of Greater Williamson County provides after-school child care on-site at all Leander 
ISD elementary campuses. The YMCA program serves children PreK-5th grade with care 
available from the end of the school day through 6:30 p.m. on regular school days. Financial 
assistance is available to families who qualify.
