Talking Points

e The stakes in 2022 are high, and in this election year, the pressure is on the Biden
administration to deliver what communities deserve: policies that deliver on Biden'’s
commitment to build a fair and humane migration system, that tackle the perpetual
health and other inequities faced by Latino and immigrant communities, and that
meet the moment on climate change.

e And with the outbreak of Russia’s reckless war on Ukraine fueling demands that the
Biden administration protect Ukrainians in the U.S. from deportation through the

Temporary Protected Status (TPS) humanitarian program, this calls attention on the
need for the U.S. government to swiftly use TPS as a tool for providing life-saving
protections. Both Ukrainians and Central American nationals in the United States
urgently need TPS so they can have work permits and protections from deportation.

Migration

e The Biden administration and Congress has thus far failed in recognizing the
humanity, dignity, and immense contributions that migrants make in our
communities. The administration needs to adopt a pro-migrant agenda — that
includes designating all eligible countries for the TPS humanitarian protection
program, restoring asylum at the U.S.-Mexico border, supporting Congress in passing a
bill that delivers permanent protections for immigrant families, and abolishing the
cruel and inhumane detention of migrants.

e The Biden administration should use the State of the Union as an opportunity to
recognize the value and enormous contributions that TPS beneficiaries have brought
to their communities. The White House should move urgently to grant TPS
protections for Ukrainian and Central American families already living in the U.S., so
that they no longer have to fear being deported back to countries where they are not
safe. It’s past time to deliver migration policies that protect and uphold the freedom
and dignity of migrant families.

e Some of the Trump administration’s most harmful immigration policies still remain in
place. This includes “Remain in Mexico” (which sees asylum seekers forced to wait for
their immigration court dates in Mexican border cities where they are not safe), and
“Title 42” (a policy that virtually shuts down asylum at the border, and which health
experts say has no grounding in protecting public health). The Biden administration
needs to revoke these illegal policies immediately: every day that the White House
continues to uphold Trump’s hateful legacy, asylum seekers are forced into situations
of harm and suffering.

e Asoutlined in a report sponsored by 26 immigration rights groups, including Alianza

Americas, there are several other immediate measures that the Biden administration
can take to help establish a fair and humane immigration system. This includes
redesignating TPS so that eligible Salvadorans, Hondurans, and Nicaraguans already
living in the U.S. can continue to live and work here, with a greater degree of stability.
Additionally, given the degree to which the record-breaking hurricanes Eta and lota
impacted Central America in 2020, the Biden administration should also create a new
TPS designation for eligible Guatemalans living in the United States.

o Beyond these short-term renewals, TPS recipients urgently need a permanent
solution to their immigration status, so that they no longer have to live in daily
uncertainty.

o This usage of executive power to renew TPS is especially needed given how
attempts at immigration reform provisions have stalled in Congress. This
places additional urgency on the executive branch to use its power to execute
reforms wherever possible.

Detention

Immigration detention increased at least 50 percent under Biden. Freedom is a
fundamental human right: no one should be detained because of their immigration

status. That’s why under the #FreedomForAll campaign, the 55 migrant organizations
who form part of the Alianza Americas coalition are calling for an end to immigration
detention.

Right now, the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) is set to spend some 51.8
billion on detention beds. To guarantee freedom for all, these funds should be
re-invested into creating a universal legal representation program (such a program
would only cost a fraction of what we’re currently spending on detention: an
estimated $208 million. With a universal legal representation program, anyone who is
facing deportation proceedings would be guaranteed an attorney. Everyone deserves
a fair shot in court, regardless of immigration status.

From 2015 to 2018, ICE paid private prison companies $3 billion to hold immigrants in

private facilities — even as there is widespread evidence of endemic abuse in

privately-run immigration detention centers. Federal dollars shouldn’t go towards
funding privately-run detention centers, when those funds could be better spent
investing in health, education, and other social initiatives that uplift communities.

o InlJanuary 2021, President Biden issued an executive order to end U.S.

government contracts with private prisons — however, this does not apply to
privately-run immigrant detention centers. Biden should extend the order so
that it does include immigrant detention centers.

Health inequities and COVID-19

- Because of inequities when it comes to accessing adequate healthcare, people of
Latino/Latinx descent are twice as likely as Whites to die from COVID-19, according to
the CDC. The disproportionate impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on people of color
has cut life expectancy for Black and Latinx people by up to three years. Reports have

also pointed to how communities of color were more likely to feel the economic

impact of the pandemic. These statistics point to how the structural racism baked into

the U.S. public health system — limiting who is able to access adequate health

services.

- Aslocal governments across the country move to lift COVID-19 restrictions as

cases, hospitalizations, and deaths decline, the larger challenge facing the
Biden administration is addressing the long-standing inequities that Latinos,
migrants, and people of color face when it comes to healthcare access. We
urgently need more just distribution of healthcare resources.

Climate change

- We need to take bold action to save our planet. Each day that passes without action
on #ClimateChange deepens our addiction to fossil fuels, propping up corrupt and
reckless dictators like Putin and fueling conflicts like the current shocking war in
Ukraine.

- Biden can and needs to use his executive powers to declare the climate crisis a state
of emergency. A state of emergency allows the Biden administration to reinstate the
crude oil export ban and halt federal fossil fuel leasing on public lands. Scientists have
warned us that we must set a global climate goal of limiting warming to under 1.5
degrees C. Black, Indigenous, and other communities of color are bearing the brunt of
the climate crisis and we need swift action.

Hay mucho en juego en 2022, y en este ano electoral, la presién recae sobre la
administracién Biden para que brinde lo que las comunidades merecen: politicas que
cumplan con el compromiso que hizo el presidente Biden de construir un sistema de
migracion justo y humano, que aborde la falta de acceso a servicios de salud y otras
inequidades que enfrentan las comunidades inmigrantes de origen latinoamericano, y
gue ya estan siendo afectadas por el cambio climatico.

Y con el estallido de |la guerra de Rusia contra Ucrania, que ha elevado las demandas
para que la administracion Biden proteja a los ucranianos en los EE. UU. de la
deportacién a través del programa humanitario de Estatus de Proteccién Temporal
(TPS), nos recuerda la necesidad de que el gobierno de los EE. UU. use de manera
inmediata el TPS como un herramienta para proporcionar protecciones que salvan
vidas. Tanto los ucranianos como los centroamericanos en los Estados Unidos
necesitan urgentemente el TPS para poder tener permisos de trabajo y proteccién
contra la deportacion.

Migracion

Hasta ahora, ni la administracién Biden ni el Congreso han reconocido la humanidad,
la dignidad y las inmensas contribuciones que los migrantes hacen en nuestras
comunidades. La administracién Biden debe adoptar una agenda a proinmigrante,
gue incluya la designacién de todos los paises elegibles para el programa de
proteccién humanitaria Estatus de Proteccién Temporal (TPS, por sus siglas en inglés)
el restablecimiento del asilo en la frontera entre Estados Unidos y México, el apoyo al
Congreso para aprobar un proyecto de ley que brinde proteccién permanente a las
familias inmigrantes y la eliminacidn de la detencién cruel e inhumana de personas
migrantes.

La administracion Biden deberia usar el Estado de la Unién como una oportunidad
para reconocer el valor y las enormes contribuciones que los beneficiarios de TPS han
aportado a sus comunidades. La Casa Blanca debe tomar medidas urgentes para
otorgar protecciones de TPS a las familias ucranianas y centroamericanas que ya viven
en los EE. UU., para que ya no tengan que temer ser deportadas a paises donde no
estan seguras. Ya es hora de generar politicas migratorias que protejan y defiendan la
libertad y la dignidad de las familias migrantes.



e Algunas de las politicas de inmigracién mas dafiinas de la administraciéon Trump
siguen estando en vigor. Esto incluye "Quédate en México" (que obliga a las personas
solicitantes de asilo a esperar sus citas en las cortes de inmigracion en ciudades
fronterizas en territorio mexicano donde su vida corre peligro) y "Titulo 42" (una
politica que practicamente cierra el asilo en la frontera, y que los expertos en salud
dicen que no tiene fundamento en la proteccion de la salud publica). La
administracion Biden debe revocar estas politicas ilegales de inmediato: cada dia que
la Casa Blanca continta defendiendo el inhumano legado de Trump, las personas
solicitantes de asilo se ven obligadas a vivir en situaciones de peligro y sufrimiento.

e Como se describe en un informe patrocinado por 26 grupos que defienden los
derechos de las personas inmigrantes, incluida Alianza Americas, existen otras
medidas inmediatas que la administracién Biden puede tomar para ayudar a
establecer un sistema de inmigracidn justo y humano. Esto incluye redesignar TPS
para que las personas elegibles de El Salvador, Honduras y Nicaragua que ya viven en
los EE. UU. puedan continuar viviendo y trabajando aqui, con un mayor grado de
estabilidad. Ademas, dado el grado en que los potentes huracanes Eta e lota
afectaron a Centroamérica en 2020, la administracion Biden también deberia crear
una nueva designacién de TPS para los y las personas elegibles de Guatemala que
viven en los Estados Unidos.

o Mas alla de las renovaciones de permisos a corto plazo, las personas
beneficiarias de TPS necesitan con urgencia una solucién permanente a su
estatus migratorio, para que ya no tengan que vivir en la incertidumbre diaria.

o Este uso del poder ejecutivo para renovar el TPS es especialmente necesario
dado que los intentos de reforma migratoria se han estancado en el Congreso.
Esto coloca una urgencia adicional en el poder ejecutivo para usar su poder
para ejecutar reformas siempre que sea posible.

Detencion

e La detencidn de personas inmigrantes aumento al menos un 50 por ciento bajo la

administracién Biden. La libertad es un derecho humano fundamental: nadie debe ser
detenido por su estatus migratorio. Por eso, bajo la campana #LibertadParaTodxs, las

55 organizaciones lideradas por migrantes que forman parte de la red Alianza
Americas piden el fin de la detencién migratoria.

e En este momento, el Departamento de Seguridad Doméstica (DHS, por sus siglas en
inglés) tiene previsto gastar unos $1,800 millones en camas de detencién. Para

garantizar la libertad para todas las personas, estos fondos deben reorientarse en la
creacién de un programa de representacion legal universal (este programa solo
costaria una fraccion de lo que estamos gastando actualmente en detencién:
aproximadamente $208 millones). Con un programa de representacion legal
universal, cualquier persona que se enfrente a un proceso de deportacion tendria
garantizado contar con representacion legal. Todas las personas merecen una
oportunidad justa en los tribunales, independientemente de su estatus migratorio.

e De 2015 a 2018, ICE pagd a empresas de prisiones privadas $3 mil millones para

mantener a personas inmigrantes en instalaciones privadas, incluso cuando existe
evidencia generalizada de abuso en centros privados de detencién de inmigrantes.
Los fondos federales no deben destinarse a financiar centros de detencidn privados,
cuando esos fondos podrian invertirse en salud, educacion y otras iniciativas sociales
gue mejoren la calidad de vida de las comunidades.

o Enenero de 2021, el presidente Biden emitié una orden ejecutiva para

rescindir los contratos del gobierno de EE. UU. con prisiones privadas; sin
embargo, esto no se aplica a los centros de detencién de inmigrantes
administrados de forma privada. Biden deberia extender esta orden ejecutiva
para que incluya centros de detencion de inmigrantes.

Inequidades en salud y COVID-19

- Debido a las desigualdades cuando se trata de acceder a una atencion médica
adecuada, las personas de origen latinoamericano tienen el doble de probabilidades
que las personas blancas de morir de COVID-19, segun los CDC. El impacto
desproporcionado de la pandemia de COVID-19 en las personas de color ha reducido
la esperanza de vida de las personas negras y latinas hasta en tres afios. Los informes

también han sefialado cdmo las comunidades de color tienen mas probabilidades de
sentir el impacto econdmico de la pandemia. Estas estadisticas sefialan cémo el
racismo estructural se instalé en el sistema de salud publica de los EE. UU., limitando
quién puede acceder a servicios de salud adecuados.

- Enla medida en que los gobiernos locales de todo el pais van levantando las
restricciones de COVID-19 y en la medida en que disminuyen los casos, las
hospitalizaciones y las muertes, el mayor desafio que enfrenta la
administracién Biden es abordar las desigualdades de larga data que enfrentan
las personas de origen latinoamericano, las personas migrantes y las personas
de color cuando se trata de acceso a la salud. Necesitamos con urgencia una
distribucidon mas justa de los recursos de atencidn en salud.

Cambio climatico

- Necesitamos tomar medidas energéticas para salvar nuestro planeta. Cada dia que
pasa sin que se tomen medidas contra el #CambioClimatico, se profundiza nuestra
adiccion a los combustibles fosiles, lo que respalda a dictadores corruptos como Putin
y alimenta conflictos como la actual guerra en Ucrania.
