IF CLAUSE (Ménh d&¢ If) | MAIN CLAUSE (Ménh dé chinh)

S + WIH + Vinf.
S+ Viges) should/ may/ might/ can + V¢

Ex: If he tries much more, he will improve his English.
If I have money, I will buy a new motorbike.

Dang bai tap :  V(inf)... + OR + Clause (Simple Future)
= Unless you + V(inf)... ,  Clause (Simple Future)
= If you don’t + V(inf)... ,  Clause (Simple Future)

Ex: Study hard or you will fail the exam.
= Unless you study hard , you will fail the exam.
= If you don t study hard , you will fail the exam.
Cut your hair or they won’t let you in.
= Unless you cut your hair , they won’t let you in.
= Ifyou dont cutyour hair, they won’t let you in.

IF CLAUSE (Ménh dé If) | MAIN CLAUSE (Ménh dé chinh)

S + V2/ed (were) S + WOU.ld + Vinf.

Ex: If I had enough money now, I would buy a tourist trip to the moon.
If I were rich, I would travel around the world.

3. Type 3: Past unreal conditional (diéu kién khong cé thit ¢ qua khir)

IF CLAUSE (Ménh & If) | MAIN CLAUSE (Ménh dé chinh)
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S +had + V3,4 S + would + have + V3,4

Ex: If | hadn t been in a hurry, [ wouldn t have had an accident.

Type 1: Should you go out, please buy me some stamps.
= If you go out, please buy me some stamps.
Type 2: Were I the president of America, [ wouldn’t have war on Irap.

Type 3: Had she studied hard, she would have passed the examination, last year.
= If she had studied hard, she would have passed the examination, last year.

Ex: - If I had won the lottery, I would be rich.
(But I didn’t win the lottery in the past and I am not rich now).
- If she had signed up for the ski trip last week, she would be joining us tomorrow.
(But she didn’t sign up for the ski trip last week and she isn’t going to join us tomorrow)
- If T were rich, I would have bought that Ford car we saw yesterday.
(But I am rich and that is why I didn’t buy Ford car yesterday)
- If I were going to that concert tonight, I would be very excited.
(But I am not going to that concert tonight and that is why I am not excited)

Ex: You will be late unless you start at once.
- But for that + unreal codition: néu khong thi

+ Qua khtr: My car broke down, but for that we would have been here in time.
- Otherwise + real condition: kéo, néu khong thi
Ex: We must be back before midnight otherwise I will be locked out.

Ex: You can camp here providing that you leave no mess.

Ex: Suppose the plane is late? = what (will happen) if the plane is late?
- Asif/ As though
