ATTENDANCE

Daily attendance is mandatory for all CHAMPIONS, from Pre-K through 5th grade.
Unfortunately, we were cited by the NJDOE for our chronic absenteeism for the last school year.
As a result, attendance accountability will change for students starting Day 1. A Conwell Tiger
Attendance Committee has been established to provide support for all CHAMPIONS and
families who are showing signs of potential excessive absenteeism. Attendance is DIRECTLY
correlated to student achievement. Instruction begins promptly at 8:35 a.m. each day, therefore
it is essential to arrive on-time to school.

Arriving even 2 minutes late to class can have significant negative effects to the student, the
teacher, and the rest of the class. The interruption is especially disruptive when teachers are in
the process of trying to engage students. We expect all CHAMPIONS to be at school on time.

NEW Arrival Procedures:

All K-5 CHAMPIONS should be at the school no later than 8:20 am, lined up at their assigned
locations. Doors will open promptly at 8:30 am each day.

THE MONMOUTH STREET GATE WILL BE CLOSED. THE ONLY ENTRANCE TO THE
